Phe average of the five years before the war 1909 tn 1919 
was 148,000,000 bushels. This year's production is there, 
fore, nearly 40 per cent less than the average.

The production of the other crops in 1918 is given as: 
409 Rye, 315,300,000 bushels, against 276,600.000 in 1917 and
