NEW YORK, Dec. 4. — According fo
Wa.hington advices to the Herald, theoe
is a general disposition to let the courts
have an. opportunity to pass upon the
dispute between the United States and
Japan over the Japanese demands with
reference to the San Franeisco schools
and the Californians seem  disposed to
let the affair be settled -without undue
friction. , Mr. Roosevelt is quite as de-
termined as ever that treaty rights shail
be observed, but it is,plain that the ex-
act extent of the rights of the Japan-
ese in the pr mises must be determined,
by the judic'ary. Searches made by Se-
cretary of S.ate Root into decsions on
this question led him to the conclusion
that if the treaty of 1894 regarding resid-
ence, travel, etc., did give rights of tan
