sterday afternoon by the Seal 'Cove life
;ving crew, the Donaldson liner Hestia
lies a sunken wreck on the submerged
ledges, five miles off the coast of Grand
Manan. " At the height of a gale which
b at the raté of fifty miles an hour, ac-
. anaplgd by a downpour of rain, the big
enip, many miles out of her course struck
what is known as the Old Proprietor, a
1 o’clock Monday morning. " ¥

This place is five miles from Grand Ma-
nen and about four miles north of Gannet
Rock lighthouse. Mountainous seas at
once swept her from stem to stern, and
Ceptain Newman ordered the boats .put
out immediately. The tackle «f the first
boat broke when the-latter was ‘half Wway
over the side, and its living freight was
thrown headlong into the sea. .Another
boat, containing Captain Newman, the
Fhlef offiber ‘and nineteen” men, succeeded
in getting away from the ship, but it is
doubtful if they went far for, according to
the 'six men who were left on board, no
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boat could Tive in such a sea. So far no
word has_been heard from the occupants

Lof:the second boat, and it is believed that

their craft was swamped. The six men
who were saved clung to the forward rig-

‘ging and were taken off at 1 o'clock by

the life savers yesterday afternoon. after a

-terrible fight with wind and waves. They

Kenzie, Smith and Frank Vicar.

The rescued men tell a tale of frightful
suffering and death.- The Hestia, bound
to this port from Glasgow, was proceeding
to.the mouth of the bay when with terrific
force she crashed head-on to the submerged
rocks, a-ledge declared by old mariners to
be oné of the most dangerous spots on the
Atlantic coast. Just how Captain New-
man-came to-be so- far out of-his course
will ‘probably never be known, as-he, with
his chief ' officers,  have, it is firmly be-
lieved, lost their lives.

The Hestia settled rapidly and Captain
Newman, fearing that she would fall oft
into deep water and sink or be broken up
by the fury of the waves, decided to leave
in the-boats, although it did not seem as
if such small craft could have any possible
show in so fierce a storm. -In the fivst
boat were placed one of the boy passen-
gers, the second officer and. eleven of the
Lerew. - While, being: lowered® from  the
davits. the tackle at one end of the boat
broke, allowing it to dip. downwards,
throwing its ‘occupants-into*the water.

It was then that the survivors declare
they could hear the boy cry in a terrified
voice: “Mamma, mamma, save me!” His
appeal was brief, for a huge comber car-
ried him swiftly away into the darkness.
The cries of his companions were drowned
by-the moise of the gale. Only one was
seen afterwards. He managed to cling to
the boat, which, in a manner almost mir-
deulous, was again turned right side up.
For a moment the boat with its single
occupant was seen‘ on the crest of a wave,
then a huge sea swept over it.and it sank
from view. Capt. Newman; his first officer
and nineteen men had better luck with the
second boat, for they succeeded in getting
it clear of the ship. When last seen by
those left behind they were doing their

| utmost to keep their frail craft head to

seas. There seems little doubt, however,
that they met a watery grave. Old sea
captains at Grand Manan and Eastport
last night thought that the only chance of
their being alive lies in their suctess in
reaching the Nova Scotia share, a feat that
these men declare to be practically im-
possible. . A

In the meantime the men left on boatd
climbed to the rigging of the foremast, the
ship by this time being submerged with
the exception of a portion of this mast
and. the top of her funpel. Each wave
threatened to break the mast in twain,
and the clinging seamen believed that only
1 death awaited them. As hour after hour
passéd and the ship remained in her posi-

About noon Tuesday they were over-
joyed to see the little ‘schooner Mispah,
Captain Joseph Gaskill, put out from Seal
Cove and beat . her way towards the

approach near enough to take them off,
and. although their signals were answered
by Captain Gaskill, they were forced to
see the schooner sail away. in a short
time, however, Captain Frank L. Benson;
of Seal Cove, and his crew of life savers,

greatest difficulty. that Captain Benson
‘was able to approach near enough to
throw a line to the men in the mast. This,
however, he succeeded in doing, and one
by one, more dead than alive, the seamen
were taken into the lifeboat.

After the life savers reached the shore
the rescued men were taken to the homes
of nearby jnhabitants to be cared for and
it is probable that they will be unable to
get away from Seal Cove until the steamer
La Tour, from 8t. John, reaches the place
on her downward trip to St. Stephen and
Calais.

The life savers at Seal Cove were noti-
fied as soon as the vessel was sighted on
the shoal but it was some time before
they appeared on the scene, although they
launched their station boat immediately.
Its progress was still slow inethe heavy
seas and it was not until the middle of
the afternoon that they reached the scene.
When they reached the vessel’s side she
was nearly submerged and the men were
clinging to the superstructure. Getting?7
them aboard was no easy matter and then
the half dozen survivors were brought to
the Seal Cove station, where they remain-
ed tonight.

John Flanagan, the - Herculean weight
manipulator of the Irish-American A, C.

ed the iron ball the remarkable distance of
207 feet 3 3-4 inches, smashing the previous
record held by Lee Talbot by 16 feet 63-4
inches. Talbot's mark was made at Prince-
ton, N. J., on April 20, 1907. Ben Sher-
man, of the New York A.C. was Flan-
agan’s ohly rival, and the Mercury Foot-
er toseed the weight 171 feet-31-2 inches.
SHerman was graced with a 30-foot handi-
cap allowance. ¥
flanagan -was: greatly Handicapped by
prevailing ‘weather .conditions. Chilled by
a cutting wind, the world-beater at the
hammer- throw--was-eompelled to perform
in a sweater and trousers instead of the
customary athletic suit.
