CHANGES MAY COME
Will Report on Outside Part of 

Service—Ottawa Communicat­
ing With Provincial Govern­
ments on Matter of Techaical 
Education

(Special to Time*)
Ottawa, June 18—An investigation 

into the working of the British civil ser­
vice system is to be made this summer 
by Professor Adam Shortt who left to­
day for England. It is understood that 
upon his retufn he will make a report 
upon what should be done with the out­
side service in Canada and may suggest 
changes in the act which the finance 
minister brought down at the close of 
the session ,to be studied during the re­
cess and given effect to next session.

The governments of the nine Canadian 
provinces have been communicated with 
respecting technical education.
Mr. Crothers has forwarded copies of 
the report made by the Robertson com­
mission upon this subject, and has asked 
the provincial authorities for suggestions 
as to the best manner in which the do­
minion and the provincial governments 
can co-operate to promote technical edu­
cation upon the Unes recommended by 
Professor Robertson and his associates

It is understood that Hon. Mr. Croth­
ers believes that there should be a con­
tribution of $25,000 to each’ province as 
flic basis of aid for the establishment of 

’technical education and that there should 
be additional aid distributed upon the 
capitation basis. The matter is not 
likely to be dealt with actively before 
next session.

The court opened at 16.05 o'clock for 
the morning session. Mr. Carvell offered 
to the court a certified copy of informa­
tion required which he had received 
from Col. T. G. Loggie.

James Robinson

James Robinson of Millerton, N. B., 
lumber merchant, was sworn as the first 
witness. Examined by Mr. Carvell he 
said:—

‘I hold about 140 miles of crown tim­
ber lands In my own name, a(iout 154 
all together. I renewed my licenses in 
1918, paying one quarter in cash and 
giving a note for the balance. The cash 
payment was about $8,600.

Q.—Do you exercise any control over 
the lands of T. Lynch & Co?

A.—Yes. I am president of the com­
pany. We hold 122% miles and renewed 
the licenses under the same terms as my 
own.

Q.—Under the law one-half was pay­
able in 1918 and one half in 1928. You 
did not pay any portion of the second 
half?

A.—No. I paid one quarter In cash 
and one quarter by note. The cash pay­
ment was $2,287.50.

Q.—Did you have any conversation 
with W. H. Berry regarding the renew­
al of the licenses?

A.—Yes. First when he came over to 
see about the classification in April I 
sent my cruiser over to give him the in­
formation he wanted. In June he came 
again and sent for me and I went to 
his hotel. He told me the lands had 
been classified and after the government 
had discussed the matter they had de­
cided that the highest payment would 
be $100 a mile. I did not hear anything 
about the possibility of the rate being 
$150.

Q.—Did he say anything else?
A.—Yes. He told me about the cam­

paign fund. He said that he expected to 
get about $15 a mile and the others were 
paying that.
