BOER COLONY AROUND
EL PASO IS PROSPERING

Gen. Viljoen Says Farming There
is About the Same as in Seuth
Alfrica

General Ben Viljeon, veteran of the
Boer war, who is now an American, and
is farming in New Mexico, near El Paso,
is on his way to Germany to consult spec-
ialists and to Casbad to take a cure. A
wound he got in the head at the battle of
Ballkrantz twelve years ago has been giv-
ing him trouble and has caused a nervous
derangement and asthma.

General Viljoen said he had been per-
suaded to try the milk cure at Norgalles,
Ariz., where he spent some six- weeks ly-
ing flat on his back taking eight ounces
of milk every half hour, or a total of two
and a half gallone a day, and then had
come to the, conclusion that ' while it
might be exceHent for:these who wanted
to break off the drink habit it was not
beneficial to him. :

\“The country out near El Pasco is quite
different from what it was eight years
ago when I eettled there,” said General
Viljeon. “About thirty Boer families have
settled out there and now each owns his
own home, has increased, multiplied and
prospered. They have all become Am-
ericans.

“From what I read the union of South
Africa seems to be getting along very
well. There may be differences still be-
tween Englishman and Boer, but these are
only the differences that would naturally
exist. Today a man who fought againet
me called to see me, Captain Franklin, an
English officer. During the war he was
captured. One of the things taken from
him was a fine pair of field glasses. He has
Jjust received word that his kit and the
glasses have turned up. They have been
forwarded to the British war office by the
estate of a man named Kruger, who left
a provision in his will that the kit and its
contents be returned to their former
owner. /

“Of course the Union of South Africa
enjoys home rule, much the same as Can-
ada. The country is prospering, but one
trouble is that the only settlers they have
been getting are Englishmen who have not
been trained as farmers, and these have
had a hard time getting along. It ap-
pears that at least the government has
begun to realize the value of conservation,
especially of the water.

“Farming conditions in South Africa

and in New Mexico are about the same.
The only difference is that we have a bet-
ter market in New Mexico and can sell
everything we grow.

“The Boers out there are all Demo-
crats,” eaid General Viljoen in answer to
a question. “However, there are now
some Roosevelt men. You see the colonel
is Dutch, and on that account I think
most of our colony will vote for him.

“Of course we have had a lot of ex-
citement in our vicinity in consequence
of arms and ammunition being emuggled
cross the border, and the refugees from

che Mormon colonies in Mexico coming]

nto Kl Paso. I have not heard that any
dormone were murdered in Mexico, but
ympathy out our way for the refugees
cems rather divided. So magy Mormons
1ad become citizens of Mexico. Then it
s known that many Mormons left the
United States to settle in that country
because they eould practice polygamy
there unmolested.

“To us out there it does not look as if
the Mexican troubles can last much long-
er, for the Madero goyernment has the
rc.'bels well cornered and has been whip-
ping them continually for the last two
months. Madero is well liked by every
one I have heard discuss him, The re-
bellion has degenerated into mere brig-
andage.”

The above chart ‘shows that the mann-
facturer has been forced to pay more for
his materials to put the same quality and
workmanship of the $3.50 shée of 1905 into
a corresponding standard shoe for 1012.
Has the retail dealer made a sufficient in-
créase in the price of his shoes to cover
the advance in expense, as noted in the
comparisons for the years 1905 and 1912?

It will be seen that some itegs in this
list of manufacturing costs are about the
same, or even less. 'Tables which have
gained gome currency recently have shown
an increase in every detail. (Such tabula-
tions evidently begin from general princi-
ples and arbitrarily work out details ac-
cording to the beliefs of the estimator).

Insoles ,for example, cost less than in
1905. The reason is the slackness in splits.
Welts cost the same; royalties are slight-
Iy less.

The total general increase in manufactur-
ing cost has been, as shown, 11 per cent.

All the ltems Mave Gone Up

On the retail dealer’s side of the tabula-
tion, there is not an item which has not
been elevated. Some small items do mot
vary much, but in the two big items, rent
and salaries, there has been a marked up-
lift. Light jumps up, partly because the

etc. The etore sold 15 per cent. more goods
in 1812, which has been allowed for in
the footing.

First Prevince to Fulﬁl Condi-
tion of the Dominion
Act

Edmonton, Alta., Aug. 27—Alberta, the
youngest province in Canada, is the first
to comply with the conditions of the do-
minion act, respecting juvenile delinquents,
which will come into operation as soon as
possible after the order-in-council and the
certificate of the provincial attorney-gen-
eral are entered at Ottawa. Authorities
on the subject of child-training, including
Judge Lindeay of Denver, Judge Mack of
Chicago and Judge Adams of Cleveland,
declare this will complete the best series
of acts for the rescie and protection of
children in force anywhere on the Ameri-
can continent.

The act, which was introduced into the
dominion parliamept through the efforts
of-W. L. Scott, a barrister in Ottawa, and
sedented to in July, 1908, extends the
principles that bave been applied to the
delinquent and neglected child in Alberts
eince the adoption of the children’s protec-
tion act, passed by the provincial legis-
lature.

The preamble of the dominion:act fully
sete forth the spirit of remedial legisla-
tion in the interest of children, as follows:

“It is inexpedient that youthful offend-
ers should be classed or dealt with as or-
dinary criminals, the welfare of the com-
munity demanding that they should, on
the contrary, be guarded againet associa-
tion with crime and criminale and should
be subjected to euch care, treatment and
control as will tend to check their evil
tendencies and to strengthen their better
instincts.”

Disassociating the - ohild offender from
all criminsl taint is the primary idea
throughout the act. The term “child” ap-
plies to & boy or girl apparently or actual-
ly under the age of sixteen years. This

ignation permite those who have au-
thority to- enforce the act, to use their
own discrétion in regard to a child, which
the parents might maintain has reached
its sixteently year, but which may obvious-
ly be in need of euch protection as the
law gives, though it applies chiefly to chil-
dren whose exact age cannot be determ-
ined.

The act provides for dealing with offend-
ing children summarily in courts where
the proceedings are private. It is unlaw-
ful for any newspaper to publish the
name of the child or parent or guardian
without epecial leave. Courts shall not be
held where adult offenders are being tried
and the child awaiting trial must not be
placed in a jail or other place where adults
are or may be imprisoned.

The children’s court may be divested of
the customary majesty and rigid formality
which usually attend the administration of
justice in the tribunals of record. A pro-
vision of the act, dealing with this point,
says: ‘“The proceedings may, in the dis-
cretion of the judge, be as informal as the
circumgtances will permit.” The Jesti-
mony of a child may be received, though
not given on oath, but such evidence, un-
corroborated, is not sufficient to convict
a person. :

Several means are provided under the’
act for the child proved to be a juvenile
delinquent, but the action taken must in
every case be that which the court De-
lieves is for the child’s own good and the
best interests of the community. The of-
fender may be fined, or placed under pro-
bation either in its own home or with a
suitable family, or committed to the charge
of any. duly organized children’s aid so-
ciety or the superintendent of neglected
and dependent children.

It ie also provided that a child over the
age of twelve years may be committed to
an industrial school, but it shall not be
lawful to commit a child under twelve
years, ‘“‘unless and until,” to quote from
the act, ‘“an attempt has been made to
reform such child in its own home,” or
in the ways named in the foregoing para-
graph.

Another dection provides that the ex-
penge of maintaining a child in the indus-
trial training school may be collected from
the parent or guardian, in the event they
are able to pay. The idea is to prevent
any one from swearing his charge is in-
tractable, in the hope that the child will
be sent to an institution to be fed, clothed
and educated at the expense of the prov-
ince. The penalty for an’ adult who,
either wilfully or through negleet, con-
tributes to a child’s delinquency, is as high
as $500 and a year in prison.
