MAGNIFICENT GIFT.
Mir. Rockefeller Offers a Million to the
University of Chicago.

Caicaco, TLL. Sept. 20.—A pledge of a
million dollars to the new University of
Chicago was received by the trustees to-
day in a letter{from John D. Rockefell
who has already given the university
$600, 000.

The magnificent proffer was promptly
accepted, and a committiee appointed to
arrange for fulfilling the conditions of
the gift.

Mr. Rockfeller stipulates that $800,000
of the amoont shall be used for noa-prc-
fessional graduate instruction and fel-
lowships, $100,000 for theological in-
straction in the divinity school, and
$100,000 for the construction of the di-
vinity building. Except in the last
named $100,000, and the $1,000,000
principal is to remain intact, and the in-
come at once be nded.

The present Baptist theological semin-
ary is to be made part of the nuiversity,
and the seminary’s buildings at Morgan
Park are to be utilized a8 on academy.
The New university will begin its career
g&th endowments amounting to $1,800,-
