Oliver Rush Machin, son of Roland 
Machin of this city, was killed in a 
wreck on the Southern Pacific on Tues­
day evening last, as announced in a 
brief dispatch" to the Times, which ap­
peared last evening. A telegram^ noti­
fying him of the accident was received 
by Mr. Machin yesterday.

As engineer on the Southern Pacific, 
the late Mr. Machin belonged to the 
special corps who were reserved for 
the worst run on that road whose 
curves and grades are known all the 
world over. It was his mission to take 
his train from Bakersfield to Mohavi 
around the terrible Tehacipi grade. 
Though -only 28 years of -age, Mr. 
Machin had been in the employ of the 
railway for over ten years, and was 
one -of the road’s most trusted engin­
eers. On Tuesday evening as the heavy 
height to which his egine -was attach­
ed was proceeding up the grade, the 
boiler exploded and Mr. Machin was 
instantly killed as well as his fireman.

Machin was to have been married this 
summer. He had not visited -his father 
for ten years, as he found it impossible 
to get away from his duties.
