PUBLIC MEETING IN .
' FAVOR OF SCHEME

& Committee Appointed to Further the
Project and to Make Report
Upon the Same.

The meeiing held in the city hall Thars-
day o discuss plans for the formation
of a life-saving boat in this city proved
a most enthusiastic one. There was not
& very large number present, but there
Was a representative body in attendance,
2ued their cause was a most worthy one.
His Worship Mayor Barndrd occupied
the chair, and on motion, Joseph Pierson
accepted the position of secretary,

Mayor Barnard in his opening remarks
amllnded to the recent Clallam disaster as
prompting the present movement,” but
while this was the case there were other
wisasters, notably that of the Velos off
Lrial Island, in which many lives were
fost. He thought that with a lifeboat
the deplorable results of some of these
<atas{rophies might be reduced. 2

Letters were read from His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor, Premier McBride,
dieut.-Col. Hall, Senator Templeman,
AMr. Justice Drake and Postmaster
Shakespeare. All the writers were in
dearty accord with the spirit of the
Mmovement, and expressed regref at“not
being able to attend. A letter was read
from the longshoremen offering substan-
#ial assistance, and the Tourist Associa-
tion also wrote expressing its approval
of the scheme.

Paul M. Beygrau, in explaining the
seheme, said: 3

“The sad wreck of the Clallam,
whereby so many people, many of them
well known Victorians, lost their lives,
shows the urgent necessity of providing
some means of saving life at sea in this
wicinity. It is far from creditable to this
pert that a ship should be in such peril
within plain’ view of our streefs, and jwe
should have no means at our disposal of
going to the rescue of those on board. It
amay be true that no one appreciatedthe
<anger in which the Clallam was, buf it

is not very clear thit it would have made
any difference if it had been known, so
Far as the sending of any relief was con-
<erned. I think, therefore, that the time
has come when steps should be taken to
orovide ¢sotast futyre emergencies of the
“same rature, 2 ;

“This can, I ‘hink, be best accomplish-
~d by the organization of a Lifeboat
Club here. I have been asked if this is
not a proper thing for the Dominion gov-
ernment to take up, and I do not say
that it is not, but there is no immediate
prospect cf anything of that kind being
domne, and at any rate a volunteer club
would be much more efficient than any-
thing that the government would be Jike:
Iy for some time to come to establish
at this port. A government lifeboat pre-
supposes a paid crew, not a volunteer
crew, such as can be raised here, and a
wvolunteer crew, properly drilled, would
‘be stronger, numerically, and hence more
«<flicient thap" any crew that the govern-
ment would probably maintain here, The
drilling Jf a crew in fthe handliag of a
{ifeboat and life-saving appliances would
be an excellent rthing for the members of
the crew personally, and I am surgmany
¥oung men would be very glad to join the
clab for the sake of the drill.

“At the same time, I think that not

only the Dominion government, but the
ahegavernment and the city of

Wictoria ought to be asked to give their
asistance to the  project either by
grants of ‘mouey, donafion of land or in
sueck ‘other way as would do the most
good.. A site would be needed on ‘the
shore, a  builditg would “have to be
erected, communication ought to be es-
tablished between: the station and the
fire nlarm, so that' the créw could be
«called’ together, and during the winter
swonths, ac least, a watchman should be
‘onr the lookout constintly. - These are
‘ maatters in wiich public aid might prop-

" ¢ eddy. be sought, and to wdich I believe

"3t would be cheerfully. dacorded, espoei-
ally 'if young men catne' forward-and of-’
fered their services to man the-lifeboat
and private citizens contributed liberaly,
a1 -am sure they will, towards its pur-
chase and the maintenance of the club.

“Volunteers to form the members ' of
the crew should be publiely invited, and
these. would, of course, form the back-
bone of the club, and I am glad to say
That many have already expressed their
inten'tion to join, one of them an experi-
enced English lifeboat man, who will act
as coxswain., But the whole community
ought to take part in the movement by
subscribing to the necessary fund. I esti«
mafe that about $4,000 will be needed,
and this, I suggest, can be raised in the
first place by opening a subseription list,
mecondly by the sale of badges, which
would entitle a person to be a member of
the club; thirdly, by exhibitions at re-
gattas, fairs, etc., and fourthly, by pub-
lic enfertainments. .- Money would be
meeded for running expenses, and this
w=conld be got by the renmewal of member-
'ship fees, and probably by a grant from
the Dominion. The running expenses
would not be large, as far as the main-
tepance of the station and beat 'is con-
cerned, the social feature of the organiza-
tion wouid take care of themselves.

“The lifeboat ought to be purchased
in Great Britain and should be of the
most approved pattern, of sufficient size
to work a cvew of twenty men, besides
the coxswain. Such a boat could remain
at sea for two days or more, go_long dis-
tances and being provided with- sails
would not be wholly dependent upon the
Such a boat as I have in mind
could have followed the Clallam and
‘been of inestimable service.

“If this meeting decides that the pro-
pased club ought to be organized, I think
that we should elect honorary officers to-
might, but should ieave the formal and
permanent organization in the hands of
the actual membership of the club.

“What I have done in this matter has
been actuated by a sense of public duty.
I moved in the matter because I felt
semething ought to be done and done
promptly, and the reception' that has
been accorded to-the proposal shows that
.the movement appeals to public sym-
pathy. 1 hope that such a beginning will
be made to-night that the movement will
be assured of success,
teers for the crew and we heed money
for the boat, and I hope the response
wvill be prompt and generous on both
points..

In referring to the Clallam disaster, he
regretted to say that it had been said
officially that there was not one ship-
wreck a year fn these warers, and there-
fore no necessity for a -iifeboat.

stanced the case of the Moana’s narrow
escape from a most serious disaster on
Race Rocks.

sels would be properly inspécted and pre-
vented from going to sea when not in a
seaworthy condition.

Capt. W. K. Langley thought the
quesiion before the meeting. had divided
itself intce two issues, that of a lifeboat
for Victoria and that of a life station for
the West Coast. He had lived here all
his life and had never seen such a dis-
aster in the straits as that which over-
took the Clallam. For the last ten or
fifteen vears he had not seen any loss of
life whica could have been prevented by
a lifeboat. He had crossed the straits
in almost as bad weather as that in
which the Clallam went down in a five-
ton- craft. Idie therefore thought that
| the inspection of the ships was a most
| important matter. He believed that a
life-saving station at Carmanah or.Cape
Beale was very important.

Senator Maecdonald, in regard to the
calmness of the straits, réecalled the time
when mail was carried by canoes and
afterwards in craft of not very much
larger size. Yet not a life was lost.

George Carter thought thut the whole
matter of a lifehoat should be thoroughly
canvassed. The Board of Trade had
been working to get a light station on
Trial island, and the speaker proceeded
to explain why this and other instituticns
of tue kind were necessary.
| Beaumont Boggs had but one sugges-
tion to make. In walking along the Dal-
las road yesterday morning the question
oceurred to him, if a sail boat capsized
in the straits, how long wenld it be be-
fore help could eome? = He had some éx-
perience and knew how it felt. 'There
was no place te telephone or no boat te
be gent to the distressed craft’s rescue.

CHIEF MAGISTRATE
" MAKES A DISCOVERY

' ————

Enabling Bill Will Probably Be Passed
by Legislature to Meet the
Case.

Mayor Barnard has discovered that in-
advertently he has made himself liable
to disqualification as Mayor under ‘sec-
tion 10} clause 19 .of ‘the. Municipal
Clauses Act, which says in part: *Any
person otherwise duly qualified entitled
to vote at a municipal election may be
_elected a4 mayor or alderman unless hav-
ing by himseif or.through his partner any
cofgtract whatever or interest in any con-
tract with or for the municipality either
direc_t_ly or indireectly.”

His Worship detected the item which
places him under this liability when the
report of the finance commirttee was pre-
sented at a recent meeting of the city
council. He noticed in the list of ac-
counts one for a small amount payable to
the legal firm of McPhillips, Wootton: &
Bargard, of which he.is a member. In-
vestigaling he found that tltis brought
him under clause 19 of the act dealing
with disqualification,

To a Times representative to-day
Mayor Barnard plainly stated the facts
of the cave. He said:

“Last year the city purchased some
land at the south emd 3f the James Bay
bridge from the Douglas estate for whom
the firm of which I am a member are
solicitors. We had the title deeds to the
property, which is part of the land on
which the C. P. R. hotel is to be erected,
When the railroad -company’s solicitor
was examining, the /title he made a we-
quisition' to J. M. Bradburn, city soli-
citor, for copies. Mr. Bradburn -com-
municated with MePhillips, Wotton &
Barnard requesting notarial copies, and
in his-letter added that the cost of copy-
ing would be borne by the corporation.
At the time I was out electioneering, and
didn’t know anything about the matter.
These copies were furnished to the ecity
solicitor between nomination and election
day. ®Subsequent’ to the election the
solicitor brought. a  corporation vcucher

form to_ our office, and it was filled out;
by one of the clerks and sent to the city

freasury. The money, I might say,
has not been paid, and will not be.

“The act sets out that there shall be
no contract with the municipality on the
part of mayor or aldermen, and this
comes under the lLiead of confract, and
if a person elected is disqualified on this
ground the election is null and void. It
would, therefore, be too much of a risk
for me to remain in office under the cir-
cumstances. 1 must either have an
enabling bill ratified by the legislature or
resign. As I was ‘réturned by a large
majority I take it that the public have
given me their confidence, and I have
concluded after, consideration +to apply
for the bill instead of holding another
election.”

Clause 19 of the
Act says: -

Any person otherwise duly qualified,
entitled to vote at a municipal election,
may be elecfed a mayor or alderman, or
a reeve or councillor, of any municipality,

Municipal Clauses

unless he is disqualified; for any one of.

the’ following reasons, yiz.:

1. Being a minister of any
denomination,

2. Being a sheriff or 'sheriff’s officer.

3. Having been conyicted of a felony
unless the person certvicted has been
pardoned or has been at liberty for a
period of five Fears preceding the elec-
tion at which he presents himself as a
candidate'for mayor, alderman, reeve or
councillor.

4. Having, diré®ly or indirectly; any
contract with the municipality,

5. Being a naval or military officer on
full pay. >

0. Being in' receipt of any allowance
from the municipality, except as provid-
ed in sub-sections (83) or (84) of section
50 or sections 65 or 235 of-this act.

7. Being an ‘alien.

8. Being a salaried officer of the muni-
Cipality’ (other than police magistrate 4An
district or township municipalities).

9. Haying any unsettled disputed ac-
count against or due by ‘the municipal-
ity.

10. Having, by himself or through his
partner, any contract whatever or inter-
est in any contract with or for the muni-
cipality either directly or indirectly.

It was proposed that the amount be
reduced to $40,000, to be divided as fol-
lows: $30,000 for new buildings and $10,-
000 for extensions. Numerous suggos-
tions werc made as to additional build-
ings and extensions, the committee being
in accord with the suggestion that rehes
was needed as much in Victoria West
and in the Oaklands, Spring Ridge and
Hillside districts as anywhere, though
the claims of the populous and important
Oak Bay district were also strongiy
urged.

The matter was fully discussed; and
yrustee Hall finally asked leave to with-
draw his motion and to propose another,
asking for a total extraordinary appro-
priation of $40,000 for building site and
school and one extension.

This was granted, and the motion car-
ried. The estimates were then duly re-
poried complete as amended. The report
was adopted. :

The following communication was read
by the ecity superintendent: .

F. H. Eaton, Esq., M. A., Secretary of
Board of School Trustees:

Dear Sir:—Herewith I beg leave to ten-
der my resignation from the staff of the
Victoria High school, as I am about to
abandon the teaching profession; said re-
signation to take effect on the last day of
February.  Permit me to express to your-
self and to the board my sincere apprecia-
tion of the courtesy and geneérous treatment
which have unfailingly been dealt to me
during my seven years of service.

The board accepted the resignation
with regret, and expressed hearty appre-
ciation of the splendid service Miss Wat-
son had rendered as a member of the
High school teaching staff.

Supt. Eaton said that Miss Sweet's
class at the Central school was too large
for one teacher to manage advan-
tageously, and he suggested that ar-
rangements be made-for a substitute at
once.

The chairman agreed with Supevinten-
dent Eaton, saying that this had occur-
red to him duoring his wvisit to that
school.

It . was agreed to appoint an assistant
to Miss Sweet.

In reply to Trustee Hall, the chairman
said it was the intention to segregate
the Chinese children if possible. ;

Supt. Eaton said it had been decided
to allow the matter to stand for the
present, ds there were very many things
to consider before action could be taken.

There are 79 Chinese children attend-
ing the Victoria publie schools.

T'he beard then adjourned.

HEARING IN MARCH.

Libel Suit Ordered Set Down for Marcha
Court.

In Chambers Friday morning before His
Lordship the Chief Justice, J. H. Lawson,
jr., appearing for the Times Printing &
Publishing Company, made an application
for the dismissal of the libel action brought
last summer by Mrs. Wiles against the
newspaper for statements made in connec-
tion with her canvass of this eity for an
entertainment. Mr. Lawson drew the at-
terition of the court to the fact that the
plaintiffs had the trial set down for next
July, which indicated a failure to prose-
cute.. Failing an order for dismissal of the
action, he asked that the court order it set
down for hearing in February, as the date
now fixed skips three courts.

R. Cassidy made a long appeal to the
court to permit the trial to stand for July,
alleging that Mrs. Wiles is engaged in can-
vassing through the States, and that to
compel her to come to Victoria before mid-
summer would interfere with her business.

His Lordship said that to postpone the
trial till next July was ridiculous, an abuse
of the process of .ne courts, and an experi-
ment with saild rules and with the tolera-
tion of the judge.

Mr. Lawson pointed out that in addition
to the ordinary annoyanece resulting from
a libel suit hanging over the heads of news-
paper proprieters there were special cir-
cumstances at the present time which ne-
cessitated a prompt disposal of the action.
Among theSe was the fact that three re-
‘porters from the city weré, He believed,
intending to proceed to the Orient in con-
nection with the impending war, and 1t
was most essential that any necessary wit-
nesses should be heard before any changes
took place on the newspaper staffs.

His Lordship thereupon ordered the case
set down for hearing in March.
