packers. - Nor is the effect of the strike
confined to the employees and packers
nor to. the nine cities where the fight will
be centered. The consuming public will
bear a large share of the burden in
higher prices for meats. Reports already

-of the- product have been raised. This
advance was said to be but a forerunner
of others if the confliet continues long.
In addition to the 50,000 employees
already on strike, upwards of 30,000
more are involved indirectly, and most
of them probably will be idie before
night. - In addition to the tying up of the
slaughtering department of  all the
plants, ‘the strike affects branch indus-
tries, in which articles such as butterine,
soups, buttons and combs are manufac-
tured.
