1 Until further orders, all vessels arriv-
ing from ports in Canada, and trains of
cars and other vehicles crossing the border
line. must be examined by a medical in-
spector of the Marine Hospital service
before they will be allowed to enter the
United States, unless provision shal] have
been made by State or municipal quaran-
tine laws and regulations for such ex-
amination,

2. All persons arriving from Canada by
rail or otherwise must be examined by
such medical inspector before they wiil
be allowed to enter the United States, un-
less provision has been made for such ex
aminations as aforesaid.

3. All persons coming from infected
districts not giving satisfactory evidence
of protection against smallpox will be pro-
hibited irom proceeding into the United
States until after such period as the medi-
cal 1mspector, the local quarantine, or
other sanitary oflicer,duly authorized may
direct.

4. Inspectors will vaccinate all unpre-
tected persons who desire, or are willing
to submit to vaccination, free of charge.
Any such person refusing to be vaccinated
shall be preveuted from euntering the

When caught the fish were
of equal value, but the method of packing
had made a marked difference when ex-
posed for sale, and the careless shipper
had to suffer the loss entailed by the poor
condition his stock arrived.
While conversing with a dealer in the
market on Saturday last, a party who
shipped to him said : “‘I will box up my
clams just as I take them out and send
them in,” not seeming to realize that a
little time spent in assorting the sizes
and fixing them up so as to make a pre-
sentable appearance would enhance their
| price enough to more than to pay for twice
5 the time it would take to do it. There
| are shippers, who send fish to our market,
whose marks are well known by the
retail dealers, who will snap them up at
good prices with but a very superfizial
examinatiyn of the fish, the mark being a
sufficient guarantee of their condition,
while fish shipped under other marks are
examined very carefully before they are
purchased, and then not until the well
known brands are all sold out.—New
York Fishing Gazette.

Itis a well known fact that the great-
est seusational advertisers for fame and
for money are the quack ductors and ven-
dors of patent medicines, but it is only
very occasionally that a man who appar-
,ently hasa right to the title fo M. D.,
gets into print for raising a sensation,
and floods the city with pamphlets against
well-known and respected usages in med-
icine. Montreal is at present favored
with such an wdividual. About & month
ago, when the Health authorities, medical
faculties and the clergy of that city were
working hard in the promotion of vac-
cination, one, Dr. A. M. Ross, M. D.,
K. 8. A, F. R. 8. L., residing on Dor-
chester street, loomed up as an anti-vac-
cinationist. ~ He was determined to have
his views circulated, and to attain
that object, 1s believed to have
issued  a sort of paper called the
Under the heading of
the paper was the following quotation
from Jerome: “If an offence come out of
the truth, Dbetter it is that the offence
come than that the truth be concealed.”
His platform was that disease was intensi-
fied and multiplied by vaccination; that
vaccination is useless-and dangerous; that
it is not a prophylacti¢ against small-pox
but on the contrary produces its like, and
that exemp.uion from epidemics of small-
pox, cholera and other diseases of a
zymotic character is not to be found in
vaccination. This platform was followed
by an effusion in ‘Hiawathan’ style, tak-
ing up a whole 'pa,ge against vaccination.
