British Lumber Trads.

The British Board of Trade retarns are
out, and the portion of them relating to
the lumber trude is thus . referred to by
the London Timber Trades' Journal of
16:h inst: :

“Tarning to the timber imports, the
figures furnished by the Board of Trade
vaturns ard very reassuring, always recol-
lecting that doring the year of compari-
son, 1890, the import of wood material
was tbnomlly large.

“The import.of wood goods, from Jan-
uary Ist.up to-the end of April,; 1891,
compared with the corresponding peridd
of the year preceding shows a very im-
portant decrease both of sawn and hewn.
From Russia we have received less of the.
former by 33,633 loads, and of the" latter
9,688 loads, Sweden and Norway in
sawn goods show & devline of 41,205 loads
and of hewn 11,399 loads, while the sup-
ply from Germany of hewn is 9,592 loads

*The East Tndies likewise show a ae-
creased import ‘for the period named of
12,903 loads of hewn timber.

Lt week's Scientific American says
that the new suspension bridge which is

Twelfth street, Hoboken. There will be
five divisions of the bridge, a central
| | span, two land spans, and two approaches.
The total length will be 6,600 fest; the
central span will be 3,100 feet from centre
to centra of piers, or2 920 feet in the
clear. The structare is to be of steel for
the roaiway and towers, with stone and
concrete foundations. Double steel
towers 525 feet high, on foundations 180
by 850 feet will -carry the cables. The
cables, four in number, are to be arranged
in pairs, onme nmearly vertically on the
other, and are to be 48 to 50 inches dia-
meter each. They- will be 55 feet apart.
vertisally. These cables will be made of
steel wire, laid parallel, and bound to-
gether at intervals, but they are not to
be bound with wire, but are to be sur-
rounded by a cylindrical sheet steel
casing bolted on. The casing isto be
water tight,” and of such size as to pro-
vide a clear two inches of space between
it and the cables so as to allow for the
circulation of air and for the equalization
of the temperature.

Orrawa, May 20 —After routine Lusicess
and quastions by members, Mr. Jamieson
took the flyor at four o'clock to move his
resolution ia favor of the prohibition of the
liquor traffic. "This was a slight variation in
thé expected order of things, as the resolu-
tion of Mr. Cameron (Huron) for a re-
peal-of the Franchis: act, was firet on the
list. Mr. Jamieson begsn by expressing the
bope that the di:cussion and vote ou his

and party bias. His motion was the natural
aod logical ontcome of the action taken in
previous years and of the large number of
petitions this year presented to the house.
A short review of previous patliamentary
acticn was given with special reference to
the occasion when the house affirmed the
general principle of prohibition. Aesuming
it g0 have been decided that prohibition
siould come, Mr. Jamieson proceeded to
argue that the proper time 'had come, He
referred to the fact that P. E. Island bad
endorsed prohibition by approviag local
optivn, that the greater part of Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick aod Manituba were uoder
the Scott Act. He explained the reasons
why the Scott Act had not held its own in
Oatario and Quebec, aud :=xprcssed the
opivion that while local prohibition might in
plsces b2 unj opu’ar or uaworkable, yet the
p2ople of Canada were in favor of general
probibition throughont the whole country.
Mr. Jameison closed Lis half hour speech by
showing that the country would be im-
mensely advataged by effcctive prohibition,

D. C. Fraser (Guysboro) who seconded
the resolation, aimitted that there were
honest differences of opinion as to this gues-
tion. Men whb were as conscientious as he
b:lieved that they had a right to take a

resolution might be kept clear of political

franchise act wrongs were alleged to be done
to individuals, candidates and parties. He
oljjected that the measure was not uniform

In two provinces it was decided
by the local legislature that to serve her
majesty in any federal office was so serious
an offence as to diepossess individuals of the
1ight to be represented in parliament. ,For
one citizzn, he protested agaiost a franchise
system producing such results as these.

Referring to expense, the minister of justice
eaid that matters were now in such con-
dition that the cis% of revision wounld be
much less than at the first or even second
revisior.

The use of lignor was charged with
erimes really attributub'e t> sinful haman
pature. He had as Jow an opinion of Oata-
rio local government officisls as any man in
the house, but the real cause of the failure of
the Scott Act in Oatario was not due to the
sondact of thess officials but to the fact that
they had not public opinion behind them.
He urged that the prohibition of the impor-
tation of ligarors would lead to smuggling,
and that the prohibition of the manufacture
would lead to the illicit distillation, and pro-
hibition of the sale would lead to illegal
selling. The law could not be carried out,
and, if it could, it would be a suppression by
the majority of the liberty of the minority.
He would, however, have been willing to
yield his own personal Lberty if it could be
shown thav a great national end could be
attiioed.

Mr Amyot raised the objection that the
enactment of a prohibition law, as proposed,
wonld deprive many people of their religious
liberty, inasmuch as wioe is used ia the
mass. He told the story of a_ priest who
iorbade the nee of liquor, and being remind-
sed by his bishop that the founder of religiop
used wine, replied : “True, but it was by no
means the best thing he ever did.”
