SCATHING DENUNCIATION 
OF CHURCH KNOCKERS.

Bishop Worrell, of Nova Scotia, 
Used Very Warm Language 
in an Address at Halifax 
—Several Subjects Were 
Dealt With by Him

THE DOOLEY CASE 
IN CIRCUIT COURT«

Hearing of Evidence Was 
Begun Today.

HALIFAX, N.. S-, June 25.—A vigor­
ous address from Bishop Worrell was 
the feature of the opening session ot 
the Church of England Synod today. 
He discussed temperance, gambling, 
Sunday observance and ehureh union.

With regard to the latter he hel'd 
that a safe position for the Anglican 
Church was to wait Until after the 
Lambeth conference, and the best way 
to promote union was for Angllcens 
to be true to themselves.
Lordship held they must maintain, the 
historic episcopate as the cardinal 
principle of the church. Dealing with 
public life he sad:—

"It Is universally agreed that the 
state of politics in Canada is far from 
clean. There are undoubtedly, in all 
ranks,' men of high Ideals, ability In 
affairs, and purity of life, bqt there is 
also a parasitic condition steadily 
growing which. If not eradicated, may 
render barren and unfruitful the pro­
mising life of our fair Dominion. 
Ther Is no use in one party abusing 
another and strivng to shift the blame 
and responsibility. But all, with the 
governments leading, and those in in­
dependent circumstances joining, must 
search for the nests and stamp out the 
pest and eliminate those who are in­
fected.”

A sensational part of the address 
was the merciless lashing of "Knock­
ers’’ in the church. The bishop said:'

“It is an unfortunate habit with some 
members of the Church of England, 
when they find themselves In the min­
ority or out of touch with the majority, 
to withdraw and throw over the old 
faith,or the,old congregation or else to 
stand aloof oprsing . their wrath or 
.their wounded pride. And these, I am 
still more sorry to say, are often found, 
like the, bird that fouls its own nest, 
.seizing upon the chance of giving scope 
to their wretched affliction of ‘cacoé- 
thes sorlbendl’ and hailing the oppor­
tunity fpr leaving their poisonous ex­
cretions to defile the air and breed the 
fever which, may .destroy those who di> 
hot think with them op. work with them 

"to further their own particular genus,’’ 
referring) to . several ^matters of local 
concern. Kings College, C. of E. Insti­
tute, proposed Anglican cathedral, and 
other matters in the discussion of 
which "out came the dirty bird not 
with friendly suggestions but with 

"bedraggled feathers croaking about evils 
which exist only In its own loft.” The 
bishop proceeded: “Now no one with a 
grain of common sense can fail to sea 
the true inwardness of all this. It Is the 
action not of a man who loves the 
church or who has the-least conceptloa 
of Its solidarity, hut of a narrow­
minded, one-sldéd lljttle partisan who 
ought to have lived in the days of the 
thumbscrew of which we read with dis­
gust and sigh ‘Alas for the rarity of 
Christian charity.' Not only then, but 
even in these days when men lustily 
proclaim, in song that in this very thing 
the church is one, but in prose declare 
that those who differ from them are 
worse than heathen unless they happea 
to belong to some body outside the 
church. Now aill this is very destructive 
to our well-being. Until churchmen 
agree to differ on minor points with 
that’broad spirit which is the mark of 
sanity, and cease to play to the gallery 
and to hold up the divergencies of 
thought which must exist, on the broad 
ocean of the church’s life to the adverse 
gaze of those who float on narrower 
streams, the church will fail to grow 
with that vitality ’ which should be 
shown by the body of Christ.”

Fellow Laborer of the Dead Mai Tells 
of the Accident—Photos Taken 

of the Trench.

The case of Dooley vs. The City of 
St. John, was taken up In the circuit 
court this meriting. Danelel Milllln, 
K. C„ appearing for plaintiff, opened 
his case to the jury. He stated that 
Richard Dooley was killed in Carleton 
on. August 3, 1905, while at work in a 
ditch where several city laborers were 
employed. The earth which had been 
thrown to the top of the bank fell In 
and buried Mr. Dooley. He died while 
being c mveyed to the hospital. Mr. 
Mullin claimed damages on the ground 
that the accident was due to negligence 
on the part of the city. He read a_ 
clause from the city bye-laws which 
states that the engineer In charge of 
such work should see that the proper 
bracings are installed. This had not 
been done by the engineér, which show­
ed negligence on the part of the city. 
Mr. Mullin read the declaration which 
stated that the action was being 
brought by Mary Dooley, the wife of 
Richard Dooley.

Mr. Mullin caled Isaac Erti, his first 
witness. When sworn Mr. Erb stated 
that he took a photograph of the cave­
in on Rodney street on August 7th., 
four days after the accident.

After some discussion the photos were 
allowed to be put In evidence.

Harry Linton was the next witness. 
He Is a laborer and was -working in 
the trench on the 3rd of August. He 
was acting foreman in the absence of 
Mr. Crawford, The trench was six 
feet wide at the top. Witness thought 
that the trench was about two feet

But His

wide at the bottom.
Shortly before the accident a sewer 

was met with, and the earth was 
shoveled off, the top of it. The ground 

not dug ' out underneath the sew­
er. The witness got ' orders the next 
day from Mr. Ring, who' was in chargé 
of the work. 'He told the men to 
branch off and dig past the end of the 
sewer. Witness was working near 
Mr. Dooley at the time of the accident. 
He heard the cave-1n and Jumped out 
of the ditch. On looking down Into 
the ditch he saw that Messrs. Dooley 
and Haley were covered up. He shout­
ed for help, and the men were soon 
dug out. The top of the sewer fell 
with the earth. It was found on top 
of Mr. Dooley. Dr. Ellis was sum­
moned and he ordered Dooley’s re­
moval to the hospital. The witness 
accompanied Mr. Dooley in the ambu­
lance. When the hospital was reached 
one of the doctors came out and look­
ed at Dooley and pronounced him

that

dead. The witness thought 
Doley was dead before the doctor had 

The witness did not thinksaid so.
that there was any danger of 
earth falling In. Had he feared such 

thing he would have not worked in 
the ditch. Linton stated- that he ex­
amined the old sewer after the cave-in. 
He found It to be so rotten that he 
could break pieces off it with 
hands. One side of the sewer had 
fallen away with the earth.

The witness also .saw the. trench and( 
four days after the accident.

THREE AND ONE HALF 
YEARS FOR ABDUCTION

Norton Man Sentenced at 
Hampton Today

Donald B. Kennedy Given Time to Reflect 
—Judge Wedderburn Uncertain as to 

Whether Fell Term Should he Given.

HAMPTON, N. B., June 26—At the 
adjourned sitting of the Kings county 
criminal court this morning, Donald B. 
Kennedy was brought from saol and 
sentenced to a term of three years and 
six months In the penitentiary for the 
abduction of Elsie Boone, of Norton, a 
girl fifteen years df age, on June 1st. 
Ip giving sentence his honor Judge 
Weddeiburn said: “The only question 
which has made me pause at this 
stage of your case Is whether I should 
or should not Impose now the full pen­
alty of the law for the aggravated of­
fence of which you have been found 
guilty. You have already been a con­
vict and although the crown extended 
clemency to you, granting you parole, 
your ticket of leave had only just ex­
pired when after evident and persistent 
premeditation you started out on your 
scheme against that child of fifteen 
years, and not your will or purpose pre­
vented its consummation with the 
many criminal wrongs and outrages in­
volved in It. However, I need not re­
peat what I have already said as your 
case has proceeded, nevertheless, al­
though the law must be vindicated the 
law Is not vindictive. While you are 
serving the short term of imprisonment 
which I shall impose I do hope you 
will review your past and purposely re­
solve hereafter to lead another and a 
better life.”

The sentence is about half the limit 
fixed by law for such offences.
