A Touching Description of Private
McCreary's Hermc Work and
Tragic Death -- Anderson Goes
With the Maxim Gun Corps --
Letter from Private Markham.

The mail lsét night brought letters from
the ‘South African battlefield and lines of
march. Much of interest will be found in
these extracts froin some of the soldier
boys writing:

¥Fred Ramsay, of 30 Sheriff street, has re-
_ceived a most interesting letter’ from
Private ‘Fred MecCain, of the first con-
tingent. ' It is from Bioemrontein under
‘date of Maf¥ch 28. He tells of the action
of February 18, in which Private McCreary
was killed: He writes: “We had two
killed and two wounded of our company.
One of them (the killed) was from P. I,
Island and the other from Kings county.
The latter’s name ‘was Taylor. He was a
nice quiet boy and a very good living “el-
low, and McCreary was in our section. He
was a good fellow, too, and if any one
earned the V.:C. it was him. He was a
stretcher bearer. and. when any fellows
were wounded and called out for stretcher
bearer, poor Pat was up and away to him,
no matter how thick the bullets were com-
ing. He worked all day in the’ thick of
the fight and, when we were ordered to

retire, we thought he had gone to the |

hospital with- some poor wounded fellow;
but when we went out next morning to
see and bury our dead poor Pat was there
on the field shot:in four places, and the
Boer doctor. had bound up  his wounds.
He was alive but unconscious. He died
in‘the hospital the next day.”

The writer tells in an interesting way
about the difficulties and discomforts the
soldiers encounter. He says one time they
wert nine days without a chance to'wash_,
tife Boers being between them and- the
river. 'The wdter cart with strong escort
would go six miles for water and then
each man ‘would get a ‘bottle full if he
could get there before the crowd, He
says: - **‘We went into the firing line on
February 20 without a drop of water in
our bottles and it was a fright. 'We were
nearly dead for water and could not get it.
-Some of the fellows got sun stroke from
the effects of '#:>' 1 helped' to carry one
fellow off the ‘fteld. He had sunstroke
from lying in the sun and no water to
drink. When 'you lay on your' stomach
for about 10 6% 12 hours in the heat of the
day and the sand gets that hot that it will
nearly burn you, it is ho snap.”

‘Writing' of the fight on Fébruary 28, he
says it  was the WOrst. ‘When the Boers
openéd ‘fire thé ‘Canadiahis were only’ 60
yards from th trenches ‘and ‘it was &
fire. You could' sée mothing but a flame
and the first volley took down two of my
chums and poot’ Alfred Simpson was hit
in two places. I .did not see him until he
was carried to the hospital.”” As to
Bloemtontein, Private McCain says it is a
nice place but ‘‘they don’t charge you a
thing—30 cents for a package of 'cjgarettes
and for a loaf of bread two shlllmgs

A letter from Private George Rutter of
Fredericton—one of the second contingent
—was received last night by his brother,
Mr. Thomas Rutter, of The Telegraph
composing room. He writes from Matjes-
fontein, April 10. He tried to get some
kind of souvenir in Cape Town to send
home but there had been so many soldiers

through the city tHat everything worth °

sending was gone, But he managed to get
a three penny piece of Boer money and
sent it. He writes that a Boer penny is
worth two sovereigng at Cape Town and,
“as the Transvaal currency will soon be a
thing of the past, it will be worth having.”
The letter describes Cape Town as a pretty
lively place. The company was quartered
about 200 yards from the Boer prisoners.
Your or five of the latter had been shot
since the boys’ arrival for attemptmg es-
cape. At the date of the letter the second
contingent was on train for Vietoria West.
Mr. Rutter wrote that he was feeling fine.

Mr. Alfred Porter, president of the
Oratorio Society, received the following
from a former member, Private Ralph
Markham, with the Mounted Rifles, to
whom a notice had been sent to attend
practice. The letter was on the back of
the notice:

Stellinbosch, April 8, 1900.

Dear Mr, Porter,—Just a line to tell you
that we leave this place for Bloemfontein
to join Roberts. We marched 'from Cape
Town to this place, (30> miles). It is a
rank rebel town of 3,000 Boer sympathiz-
ers and 1,000 British.

Mr. James Anderson, of The Telegraph,
last evening received the following letter
from his son:

Stellenbosch, Cape Colony, S. A.,
April 8th

Dear , I am sorry I have not had
time to write you before this, but since
leaving Halifax I have been very busy.
We were in Halifax six weeks that we
might have been home only for the drill.
We learned quite a lot there and especi-
ally in riding. There were very few of
us military riders. There is quite a dif-
ference in riding and in riding military
fashion, as 1 soon found out. Well, we
had a long ‘trip on the boat. It took us
28 days, to within 15 minutes, from the
day we left Halifax, until we dropped an-
chor in Table Bay, Cape Town. It was
a very pleasant voyage, however. We
were all sick the first four days and those
were the only stormy days we had. All
the rest of the time the weather was
lovely.

The closer we, got to the equator the
warmer it got and the day we crossed the
line 1 thought we would all suffocate with
the heat, but we pulled through all right.
There was one poor_fellow who suffered
from suiistroke and he has since diéd. He
was from Toronto.

Our spare time on ship board is spent in
reading and holding concerts. "We had the
use of two organs and a piano, beside the
‘music of a band w huh was orgamzed bv

many of the boys could read by it. We
lost a lot of oyr horses and when_we threw

The first land we sighted was Frogeau

-Island, and it was so far away that we

and could not read them. Just a week
later .we were overjoyed to see the coast
of Africa looming up. We pulled into the
bay that evening and found it so full of
transport steamers, that we had_to stay
in the bay for three days atvaiting a
chance to. get.to the «dock. There .were
150 steamers in the bay. You can imagine
how we longed to get on shore. We could
see Cape Téwn only :a shért distance off
and yet were unable to get to it. When

The Kaffirs!are just like slaves here;. |

It was,
amusing to watch them the way they went
at it. They are good workers and can be
had very cheap, only a shilling a day. You
have to watch them though, as they will
steal all they can get their hands on, but
they are very honest when closely watch-
ed.

We stayed at Cape Town one ‘week and
then had.a two days march out to this
eamp. The sand and dust is something
‘terrible, and while [ am writing this the
paper is covered with sand that has blown
on it. I hdve to dust it off after every
line I write so you will have to study.this
pretty hard to make it.out, but it is the
best I can do under the circumstances.
I am lying on the ground in the tent. writ-
ing this letter on the top of 4 box w1th a
candle to light up. Kverything is
“covered with sand and dust . .

We are having a ‘good time here tliough.

Our work is lo begin tomorrow and for.
that reason I am writing this letter to-

night. I may not have another chance; it
is hard to tell where I may be when you
receive ‘this letter.: "I may be alive and I
may not, but we have to take our chances
I only hope we make as
good name as the first contingent.
I think we will because we have a big
lot of {j:hting to do yet and we are all
determined not to be outdone.. We are
promised a big reception on our way home.
We are to stop in England and receive
commissions, etc. The Queen has promis-
ed bar medals for every engagement that
we are in. There are just 12 of us ifi good
positions to be covered with glory. We
are on the Maxim. and Colt galloping
guns.  These are quick-fire gurs, to fire
600 rounds a minute, and are sure to be
in e\erv'engagement !

There is one good thing about this conn-
try, we can go and plch our own fruit.
The dav we landed here in this camp we
found grapes and figs. = We 'also came
across sweet quince which can be eaten
just as vou would an apple. There are
also watermelons here which we can help
ourselves to from “somébody's farm, but
of course this is no crime in soldiering,
you khow, only I should not care m be
caught at it.

I will close now and wrnte more anon.

Tornadoes in the West and
Snow in the East.

Kansas City, Mo,, May 6.—Half a dozen
destructive tornadoes occurred in Central
Kansas this afternoon following a day of

ngly = high  temperature. Two
people ‘are known to have'been killed and
three injured. Wires are down in the af-
fected districts, making it impossible to ac-
curately sum up the damage done. |

A Times special from. Ellingwood, Kas.,
says:

“At 5.30 this afternoon a tornado visit-
ed Logan township. It formed ‘a few
miles’ south of Ellinwood and passed over
the west portion of the city. At the
Cheyenne Bottoms, six miles north, it di-
vided in six dtﬁelent directions amd 'd2-
stroyed the residences of George and. Wm.

Helfrich. . George Helfrich and wife were
mhhantly killed; Williamn. Helfrich, his
wife: and child, were badly hurt. ‘Lhe

storm next strugk the farm of Carl Schhei-
der, destroying the outbuildings and leav-
ing the dwelling untouched. Further into
the country a number of other persons
are reported killed or injured. A Tlarge
amount of stock was killed.”

A special from Larned, Kas., says: “A
tornado pas:ed southeaist of here at 6
o’clock this evening and struck near Paw-
nze Rock, three miles distant. The wires
are down and it is impossible tonight to
learn the extent of the damage done. Kour
separate funnel shaped clouds are reportad
to have been seen in the direction of
Great Bend. H. #l. Gerrizh’s house, barn
and. other outbuildings are a mass of
ruins, The family luckily was not at
home "at the time and escaped injury.

The school house standing near Mr. Ger-
rish’s home was wiped from the face of -
the earth. John McCombs’ house was
blown down and his grainary, barm and
wind-mill reduced to ruins. The family
happened to be in the one room which
remained standing.

H. H. Corbett’s frame -house and a barn
and mill were all reduced to very minute
pieces; farm machinery was broken and
stock killed. No one was at home when
the tornado passed.

A. D. ‘Pierce’s big: hay barn was ruined
and other buildings blown to splinters.

The house in which a Mr. Stone was
living was ruined by the wind, but no one
was hurt.

The Presbyterian church in' town is’
wrecked ‘beyond repair. -A brick building
was blown down and a large amount of
damage done in other parts of the town.

Norway, Me., May 5.—This section was
visited by a snow storm last night. Some
early erops just coming up, suffered con-
siderable damage.

Lyon, N. Y., May 5.—The fruit crop in
Wayne county has been damaged greatly
by frosts of the last two nights.

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A Large Section of the Docks and
Sheds of the New Jersey Stor-
age Company Burned--An Oil
Steamer and Three Oil Barges
Blaze Up.

New York, May 7.—Fire tonight destroy-
ed a large section of the docks and sheds
of the New. Jersey Storage C(Company,
connected with the Standard Oil Com-

pany’s Constable Hook works,
(causing a  property  .loss of = $500,-
000. There ' is some suspicion that

the fire was started ,by. strikers, who for
the past week have been froublesome at
.the oil works and at the Oxford Copper
Works which adjoin. The fire started in
one of the sheds on a pier and owing to
the oil soaked condition of the shed, the
dock and everything else in the neighbor-
hood the flames spread rapidly. The bil
tankship Adelphia was lying alongside one
of the piers and before she could be hauled
out took fire.  Tugs tried to get her oft
and beach her on the Staten Island shore,

| but the hawsers caught fire and she went

adrift. Three oil barges which lay along-
side the docks took fire and were destroy-
ed. Fire tugs from Brooklyn, New York,
Staten Island and Jersey City responded
to calls for assistance. The firemen on
shore were repeatedly driven away from
the fire by the intense heat and the tugs
had at short intervals to turn their own
hose upon themseives to keep their sides
and deckhouses from bursting into flames.
The fire in the docks consumed the sheds
upon the piers and then burned the pll-
ings down to the water’s edge.

The tugs and firemen finally drove the |

flames back from the piers.

Piers 1 and 2 are total losses. The ship |
Josephus, belonging to Arthur Sewell, of
Maine, was destroyed. ‘She had been load-
ing with case oil fo); Chlna port'; and the

flames spread over hér so rapidly that she

could not ‘be savéd.

The loss to the Standard Qil Company
will be about $400,000 on buildings, docks,
oil and machinery. The aggregate loss to
private individuals is estimated at $100,000.

Officials of the Standard Oil Company
are of the opinion that the fire started on
one of the pile drivers. They say it would
have been impossible for the strikers to
set the fire, as they could not pass.through
the yards to the dock.

Sentry on the Welland Canal
Wounded a Man.

Welland, May 7—About 1 o'clock this
morning, . Private Kdward . Robinson, on
sentry duty for No. 5 Company 44th Batt.,
now guarding the Welland canal in this
vicinity, descried a man crawling on his’
hands an lnees coming from behind &
wood pile, toward the Port Robinson lock.
Robinson challenged him, called upon him
twice to halt, but the man still came on.
When Robinson challenged the third
time the nan rose and started to run and
‘Robinson fired, but the figure disappeared
in the darkness. A few minutes later a
buggy with.one occupant drove rapidly

along the road. Robinson also challenged

this man, who said he was a farmer re-
turning to his home in Montrose a few
miles away, and was allowed to proceed.
An investigation today showed traces of
blood whete the suspicious charactet was
fired at by the sentry, and all the way
to the si‘dewa]i, along the side on which
the rig had been tied.
