Some of them had given him their
small savings of many years; others,
youths,their earnings for a few years only,
but still their all :—others, again, had
trusted him with estate monies, intended
to support fatherless ones. In many in-
stances he had obtained the last dollar of
his dupes, many of them grey headed ; and
to all the failure of his institution came
like a death blow.

-Why, after the
least deserving had secured what they
wanted, those were permitted to scramble
for the crumbs! For them nothing could
be procured, except through the law courts
and after endless annoyances and tedious
delays ; and when a dividend was finally
declared, it was for the imposing sum of

The next sensation
was the flight of the Cashier of the Com-
mercial Bank, after conféssing to having
robbed the institution of a very large sum.
Tho deep gloom of those terrible days,
when men neglected their business and as-
semisled at the street corners o discuss the
latest disaster and wait with bated breath
for the announcement of fresh suspensions
—“when‘trade was paralysed, and the mer-
chants’ eredit impaired,snd for a time the
keenest eye could pereeive only over-
- whelming troubles in, the fature,—will
Jong be remembered.

The St. Stephen’s Bank, it s true, rapidly
recovered from 1ts temporary loss of eredit,
ard Lingley’s estate, we believe, has real
{zed"a moderate percentage for its credi-
tors ; but of the other two institutions

_'The examination of the Commercial’s
affiirs revealed an amount of dishonesty.
stupidity and criminal'hegligence unparal-
felled in the history of any other Banking
institution of which we have any know-
ledge. The Cashier had been allowed full
swing, He was the Presideat and the
Direetors,—he was the full Board and sll

the subordinate officers, to boot. He dis-
counted paper, and helped sach men as
Lingley to enormous sums. He had bor-
rowed the Bank’s money #o run his private
enterprises. He had, in short, appropriated
the Bank’s resources just as liberally as he
pleased.  Notes that were sapposed to
bave been destroyed had been re issued ;
and the extraordinary faet has now been
established, that the Commercial Bank has
already redecmed more than its supposed
issue of notes, without the slightest allow-
ance being made for ‘¢ wear and tear,” for
losses by fire, at sea, or in other ways.
during twenty to thirty years of its busi-
ness operations ! The whole capital and
savings of the Bank have been squandered
or stolen ; widows and orphans have been
robbed of their dependence ;—and even
cléver men, who were only too confiding,
have seen their property vanish ioto thin
air without the power to arrest its flight or
punish those by whom they have been
stripped. The winding up of the Bank
has ‘been slow and fecble, and is not yet
concluded. One conclusion, however, is
patent toall, namely, that while probably
over a million has been wasted or stolen,
the hand of the law has not reached the
parties responsible, and the anfortunate
victims ask in vain either for restitution of
their property or punishment of those who
are chargeable with their spoliation.
