The 
principal business of the city is the lumber trade, in which a large amount of capital is 
invested, and there are also large and flourishing foundries, brick yards,furniture factories, 
carding and other mills, etc. Three Rivers possesses an excellent and water
works, the property of the city, and its public and private buildings arc numerous and im­
posing. The population is about 10,000.
