Ans.—1. From the description, this ap-
pears to be thoroughpin. It may have
been caused by a slip on the road, or a
strain. Clip the hair off the parts.
Tie her se she canmot bite them, and
rub well once daily for two days, with
a Dblister composed of two drams each
of biniedide pf mereury and cantharides,
mixed with two ounces vaseline. On the
third day wash off and apply sweet oil.
Let her loose now, and oil every day
until the scale comes off. Thoroughpin
is closely associated with bog spavin.

2. This is stocking. Some horses are
predisposed to this trouble, being coarse
and meaty-legged. Sometimes it is due
to heavy feeding, without giving suffi-
cient exercise. In-foal mares are Often
troubled with it, and horses having
cracked heels or seratches, very often
have swollen legs. Give regular exer-
cise. Feed lightly on grain of good
quality. Keep the mare's bowels open.
Give a purgative of eight drams aloes
and twe drams ginger.
