EDITORIAL NOTES, &c.

1. DeATH oF THE Rev. JoHN SNOWBALL.

We were startled last Thursday by a te-
legram from Joseph L. Blank, Esq., of
Sackville, saying, ‘* Mr. Snowball died yester-
day at 1 o'clock very suddenly.”

Rev. Dr, Stewart in a note dated the 14th
inst., gives the following particulars :—

** Yesterday, a little atter one o'clock, _Mr.
Snowball was called home to his rest. Bince
Conference he had seemed to be gradually fail-
ing, though with the exception of an occasional
attack of Diarrhea, he complained of nothing.
A week ago last night however, he was tn'kpn
very ill with severe pain in the chest. Next
day he was a little better. Friday they called
the Doctor, who pronounced that his lungs
were much congested. Under his treatment
he seemed to improve and was down stairs
almost every day. On Monday evening he had
a violent spasm which almost strangled him.
After it, however, he rested well, and both on
Tuesday and yesterday was down stairs again.
Indeed though atthe commencement of his
aflliction he thought that he was going to die,
he bad quite surmounted that feeling yesterday
forenoon and was remarkably cheertul. While
Mrs. and Miss 8. were sitting down to dinner
he rose to go out to the barn. They in vain
attempted to dissuade bim, and as he bad been
out at an earlier part of the day they finally
consented He stood in the porch for some
time preparing some food for the fowls, and
then went out.  Not returning after the lapse
ot a few minutes Mrs. S. went out and found
him stretched out on his back in the barn. She
thinks that his lips quivered as she raised up
bis head; but he moved no more. The Dr.
was promptly in attendance, but found that the
vital spark bad fled. )

He has teemed-for some time to be eminent-
ly well prepared for such a sudden change.
His conversation was always spiritual, and he
otten remarked that he desired to live no longer
than be could in some way be useful. Both to
Mr. Brettle aod myself he gave during his last
iliness, the most explicit testimony as to his
perfect resignation to the will of God.”

The Chignecto Post refers to the deceased
in the following terms :— .

**In carly manhood he emigrated to this
country [rom England, and in the year 1819
entered the Ministry of the Wesleyan Method-
ist Church. Until the last few years, when
infirmity rendered his retirement from the full
duties of the pastorate necessary, he laboured
with indefatiguble iudustry, and with mugh
success. For his work's sake he was held in
high esteem. But he was known and honoured
far beyond the circle of his own denomination.
His very appearance commanded respect, _and
to those who knew him this was greatly height-
ened by the inflexible rectitude of his princi-
ples, the sagacity of his counsels, and unaf-
fected simplicity and kindness ot his heart.
Long and widely he will be remembered as a
beautiful specimen of green old age.”

During the fifty-four years which intervened
between Mr. Snowball's entrance upon the
work of the ministry and his sudden death, he
labored upon some of the most important Cir-
cuits and stations in Nova Scotia, P. E. Islaud,
Newfoundland, gnd New Brunswick, and every-
where diligently, faithfully, and successfully.
To the very end of life he evinced an unflag-
ging interest in all the enterprises, local and
