A Petition of William Willis Bemister, William H. Taylor and others,
members of several Boards of Road Commissioners at Carbonear, way
presented by Mr. Power, and the same was received and read, praying
for a grant of a sum of money for constructing a drain from a place call-
cd Bunker’s Hill, to lead towards Crocker’s Cove, so as to obviate the
very great loss, damage, and inconvenicence that very often accrue afier
a sudden thaw or a continuance of wet weather by the overflowing of the
flat land above the said town of Carbonear, causing heavy floods of’ water
to Intersect the town inseveral places.
