Present. Condition of Bridge.

The present condition of the
bridge 18 good, said Mr. L. E. Allen,
Engineer, in a report which he pre-
sented to the Chamber of Commierce.
His opinion is that with an expen-
diture, of operhaps, $10,000 the
bridge would accommodate present
traffic for from 20 to 25 years.

He meéntioned the possibility of
making use of the présent apprpaches
and the extension of the present ap-
proach southward for a distance of
some four hundred feet.

Schedule of Tolls,

The burden of the tolls " .at the
bridge has been felt keenly by Am-
eliasburg people, more so since the
present schedule came into force.
The rates ebtaining now aré—each
person, 10¢; automobiles, 20c; bi-
cycle and rider, 20¢; horse and sin-
gle carriage with driver, 20c¢; yteam
of horses, vehicle and driver, 40c;
horses, cattle, etc, 10¢. On those
who pay return fare, 560 per cent. in-
crease is imposed for the return trip.

The northern part of Prince Hd-
ward County has always found its
most convenient market for the sale
of its products and the source of its
supply in Belleville. Many years ago
a steam ferry plied thée waters of the
bay between Belleville and Amelias-
burgh and in winter communication
‘was by way of the ice. Thege however
did ‘mot satisfy the requirements of
the publi¢c. The ferry wa$8 open fto
traffic but a.portion of the day: at
times gales interfered with its oper-
ation: no boat large enough to ac-
commodate the-traffic which offered
at certain times and on special oec-
casions could be profitably employed
on the route, and in early winter and
in spring there were periods when
the ice was forming - and:rotting,
communication was impossible. Out
of this state of affairs arose a desire
for a bridge. The .Hon. Billa Flint.
many years ago, planned the con-
struction of a bridge, but nothmg,
came of this proposal. '

EARLY PROSPECTS

In the year 1873 the subject was
agitated so strongly that George C.
Keefer, C.E., a cousin of the eng-
ineer who eventually designed the
structure—was employed and made
a series ¢f soundings between Bushy
Island and Rossmore. On these he
forwarded an estimate of $125,000
for a wooden bridge. This sum seem-
ed too large and the project . fell
through. ' Finally about 1886 G. 8.
Tickell, whe wds a méember of the
ccuncil, moyved a resolution in faver
of the project, which. he declared he
would advecate until it became an
accomplighed fact. Circumstances
took a favorable turn as there was
an immensge reduction in the cost of
building bridges of :steel ‘or iron
and as the' ferrv service became So
inefficierit.and the people of Amel-
lasburg and Belleville, atier suffering
great annoyanee and much loss for
several vears, were at last ready to

1. By-law No. 2286 of the Corporation of theé City of Belleville, en-
titled ‘A by-law to authorize the issué of debentures of the Oorporatimi
of the City of Belleville to the amotnt of $30,000 ifor the purpose ofl
paying the Corporation’s share of the purchase price of the bridge of the
Belleville ‘and Prince Edward Bridge Company,  which crosses the Bay
of Quinte, connecting the said City of Belleville and the Township of
Ameliasburg, in the County of Prince: Edward, and its approaches and
other ‘properties belonging and appurtenant to the said “bridge,” finally
passed by the Couneil of the said Corporation 'on .the 15th day of No-
vember, 1920, as set out in Schedule “’A’’ hereto, is hereby confirmed
and declared to be legal, valid and binding upon the -said Corporation of
the City of Belleville and the ratepayers thereof, notwithstanding any
want of jurisdiction or power on the part of the said corporation to pass
the said by-law, and notwithstanding any defect. in substance or form of
the said by-law, or in the manner of passing the same, and the Counecil
of the said Corporation of the City of Belleville is hereby authorized and
empowered to contribute its share or portion of the purchase price of the
said bridge, as set out in said By-law No. 2286, and pay the same to the
proper parties upon the said bridge, its approaches and other property
belonging and appurtenant to the said bridge, being conveyed to His Ma-
jesty the King, represented by the Minister of Public Works and High.
ways of the Province of Ontario, by a: proper conveyance or: convey-
ances with a good title free from all encumbrances and all dowers barred.

2. The debentures issued, or to be issmed, under the said ‘by-law are
héreby confirmed and -declared to be legal, walid and: binding upon the
said Corporation of the City of Belleville, and the ratepayers thereof.

3. Notwitstanding anything contained in this Aect or the said By-
law No. 2286, the Council of the Corporation of the City of Belleville may,
in the manner and' for the purpose set out in section 291 of The Muni=
cipal Act, pass a by-law amending the said By-law No, 2286; and any
such amended by-<law so. passed. shall be valid and ‘binding on the said
corporation and the ratepayers thereof.

4.  This Act shall come into force on the day onm which it receives

Tickel;, U. E. Thomp-
son, C: E. Smith and William' Ander-
son. The act passed and received the
Royal Assent in June 30th, 1887, It
was provided that the plans should
be approved by the government, that
the capital stock of the company
should ‘be:$160,000, ' and that ' the
aboye named gentlemen should he
directors..” Work was <Commenced
within six years from the passing of
the act. In the following year an act
was passed enabling the company to
accept aid from the municipalities..
