WASHINGTON,  March- 3.—Gov. Gil~
lette of California; who' is here spend-
ing a short" vacation among his forms
er colleagues in -congress, tells about
the biggest rat hunt in all history. The
San Francisco guthorities are conduct-
ing it with a view to extermina'ncr the
bubonic plague.

“They have dlréady’ killed bBetween
300,000 and 400,000 rats,” said the gov-
ernor. ‘“The slaughter is going on at
the rate of several thousand every
week. Out of every weekly catch they
select 1,000 rats, which are tested for
evidences of  the contagion. These
weekly tésts ‘show a constantly small-
er percentage of infected rats. Of
course, Mr. -Rat has been shown by
medical’ science to hé the medium by
which ihe plague’is conveyed and the
warfare is to-be continued till the
tests show that the pest is eradeated.

“There are very few cases of plague
in the ¢ity now. An occastonal patient
is found, as happens in Honolulu and

other places where-the plague has pre-
vailed.”

Mexico Sald to be Exigrmin-
ating the Yaquis,

Men, Women and Children Run n})wn fo
Sea In Filthy Cattle Cars and
Driven Into Holds of Ships,

NEW YORK, Mar. 4—The Herald
has received the following despatch
from @alveston, Texas:—According to
stories told by Americans in Mexico,
the extermination .of  the Yaqui. In-
dians is being prosecuted in an inhu-
man manner

A. Nelson said to be of Washington,
and C. B. Gowan, described as an elec-
trical engineer, of El Paso, who can-
not further identified here, make
affadavit-that the Mexican government
had planned to deport the troublesome
Indians to Yocatan, but shiploads of
these redmen, started from Guayamas,

' the Western' port for Yucatan, were it

is said, thrown ‘into the sea. In his
stateraent Mr. Nelson says:

“I withessed many carloads of Yaquis
brought from the interior into Guaya-
mas for deportation and they were
hauled in open cattle cars that had
not been cleaned after service for cat-
tle. The Mexieans lined the tracks be-
side the cars and spat upon the impri-
soned Indians, women and children as
well as men. In one load there were one
hundred and fifty persons, and I saw
the cars switched to the docks and the
Irdians driven into the hold of a fil-
thy ship and started for Yucatan. But
nofxe of these wrétches were ever land-

for the ship was back in port in less
tha.n three days. Under the most fav-
orable conditions the voyage to the Is-
thmus of Tehuantepec cannot be ma.de
in less than seven days. The officers
gave out the report that about fifty of
ithe prisoners jumped overboard.

“I personally witnessed- the loading
of six vessels with human freight-dur-
ing my sojourn_at Guayamas, but il
was the same . cruel story. At Her-
mosillo I learned that though this was
ithe concentration point-for the Yaqui
prisoners only a small percentage of
the captured Indians reached there,and
those from only tfile immediate sections.
I learned at Hermosillo that no pri-
soners had reached there from Can-
anea,and yet I had seen many a bunch
of Yaquis started out from Cananea
for Hermosillo.”
