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BINISTER OF MINES IS HERE

CONFERS WITH THE BOARD OF
TPRADE AND MINING CHAMBER.

The Wants of the Section in the Way of
Roads, etc., Outlined to Him—What
e Promises to Do.

Hon. Richard McBride, minister of
mines, arrived in Rossland yesterday aft-
ernoon, and acceding at once to a request
to meet a ‘deputation of the Koesland
Board of ‘Arade and of the Chamber of
Mimes, an arrangement was made for an
interview at the Allan Hotel at o o’clock,

when there were present: Hon. Mr. Me-
Bride, and Messrs Thownas Taylor. M.}.P.
or the Revelstoke riding, C. O. Lalonde,
president of the Board of 'I'rade,” J. B.
Johnson, vice-president of the Board of

Trade, C. 8. Walbs, J. B. MecArthar, J. |

8. C. Fraser, John M Smith, J. ¥erguson
McRae, W. 'I'. Oliver, H. ¥. Mytton, J.
Stillwell Clute, H. W. C. Jackson and
Smith Curtis, M P. P. Mr. Mytton as
chairman of the committée which haa
been appomted to bring several matters
before the attention of the hon. minister
was the spokesman. “He tirst took up the
question of the School of Mines, - upon
which matter the Board of Trade desired
to know exactly when the appropriation
made last session of the legislature would
be available. Once they knew tis, they
would be prepared to go to work more ac-
tively and accomplish more than had al-
ready been done. The next topic was the
construction of the wagon road to the
Velvet mine. . The government engimeer
when up here a short time ago had con-
demned the previous survey and a sugges-
tion had been made by the member, Mr.
Smithk Curtis, that when the road was
constructed, it should be made on a rail-
way grade so that later on when arailway
was being built, the government should be
able to hiave at least a'portion of the cost
of the wagon road refunded, while in the
meantime such a road would be made as
would give great advantages mot omly to
the Velvet mine owners, but to the public
of Rossland.

On this subject there was considerable
discussion, in which Messrs. Lalonde,
Smith Curtis, Johnson and Jackson tdok
part. U B |

The next question was as to the repres-
entation of the province at the Glasgow
exhibition, which opens on the 1st of May
mext and the board wished the govern-
ment to make such arrangements that the
province, and more particularly th> min-
eral résources, would be well advertised.
The board suggested for the counsidera-
tiom of the hon. minister, that the gov-
ernment should as one portion of the ex-
hibit, show a model of a working mine,
say for instance such a mine as the Le
Roi,, ashowing the shafts, tunnels, <ioping
ground, reserves of ore, and generally on a
smail scale enable the wisitors to the ex-
hibition to realize what lode mining was
hike

In connection with this discussion, Mr
Smith Curtis drew attention to the jsxu-
American exhibition to be held at Br%a.n
opening also on May 1st, and suggested
that the government should also do some-
thing towards making a proper -exhbit
there Mr Jackeon told of a conversation
ke bad had with Hon. J. H. Turner while
here, with reference to the Earfs Court
Exbibition in London, in which Mr. Tur-
mer had stated that ome of the most in-
teresting features was a stamp mill run-
ning all the time on Western Austrailan
ores. Every steamer that left Australia
carmied a certain quantity of ores, with
the result that the mill was kept going all
the time and the visitors were greatly in-
terested. It seemed to ve the unanimous
opinion of the members present, that what
wanted at an exhibition was something
which every visitor would be "attracted
by so that people would ask one another
“I¥d you see that stamp mull, or wu you
see that Le Roi model?” The matter
of the representation of the province in
London wes also brought up. the Ross-
tand Board of Trade in common with the
Associated Boards of Trade of the Koot-
enays thought that the appropriation was
not sufficient and that at least $25,000
should be voted to maintain this office in
a proper manner, enabling the Agent-
General not only to have oilices 1n a cen-
tral portion of the City, but to have them
properly furnished and equipped, and also
to enable the Agent-General to employ as
his chief asmistant a man thoroughly fami-
kiar with the mining portions ot British
Columbia, and one who could be always
depended upon to give accurate and com-
plete mformation upon the subject. In
eonnection with the representation in
London, it was also suggested that a
British Columbia annual banquet there
should be inaugurated, at which promin-
ent men of Great Britan would appear
as guests and their every word would be
reported broadcast so that in this way a
great advertisement would be obtained.
This suggestion had been made by Mr. A,
J. McMillan, wha had done much towards
bringing capital into the Kootenays, and
who was so much impressed with the idea,
that on his present trip to London, ke
was taking a letter to fhe Bank of British
Columbia’s Londan office in which the
suggestion was made that the Bank should
take the initiative in the matter until such
times as the Agent-General's office was
equipped in a way which would enable it
to be taken up. Mr. Lalonde on this

¥ point, took occasion to bring out promi-

7 nently the taet that the .province and

more especially the mineral resources, can-
not be too well advertised and what Nel-
son, Rossland and other places were doing
in the way of banquets, luncheons and
receptions bo prominent people, should be
dome on a much larger scale in the mother
land. ‘
Mr. Smith Curtis thought that if the Do-
minion government were properly ap-
proached, there would be_every possibinty
of some arrangement being made for the
erection i London of a suitable building
for the whole of Canada, where there
eoculd not only be the high commssioner’s
office, but also the otfices of the agents of
all the provinces, so that when a man
went there wanting information about
Canada, he could not only get the general
information available, but also =ll the
information with reference to the particu-
lar subject in which he was interested.
In the eourse of this discussion, Mr. J.
B. McArthur said that while fie was not
at the presemt time prepared to disclose
all that he knew, he ecould say that with-
in the next 60 days, the Hon. Clifford
Sifton proposed to make an announcement
that would be of great interest to the peo-
ple of this province, having in view a most
liberal policy for the advertisement of the
Yakon territory, and the mineral resources
of British Columbia. It was further sug-
gested that it might be better to have the
bulleting proposed to be published with
reterence to the mining development, 1s-
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sued only quarterly instead. of mopthly,
but this suggestion did not meet with a
unanimous reception.

Mr.  McArthur brought up the question
of the Chamber of Mines. He thought
that the government should deal with this
matter by direct legislation, putting the
Chamber of Mines, which should be estab-
lished in different portions of the country
on the same footing as the agricultural
societies, letting them come under a spe-
cial act, so that there would be no daffi-
culty in having them formed and assisted.

Mr. -Mytton also referred to an impor-
tant matter, viz.: the deswrability ot hav-
|ing it generally understood that there
{ would in future be mo change made in the
!mining laws of the province, so taat peo-
| ple who invested their money coud do 0
lin the faith that the present condifions
would remain unchanged.

Mr. Lalonde drew attention to the de-
{ fective heating of thé St. Paul street
i school and Hon. Mr. Mcsride said prompt
lly that this being a mere detai matter he
'would make it his business while here to
I see that it was attended to and whatever
the cafficulty was would: nave it rectified.

Mr. Smitn Curtis wished to kn ~ what
| the policy of the government was in ref-
| erence to the building of the Coast-Koot-
! enay railway, as if Hou. Mr. v I'r de had
| not been musreported, he was atres )y com-
{ mitted to the policy of having this rdad
?constructed, and it was a matter of great
| importance to the people of the interior
to have it started as soon as possible

Hon. Mr. McBride iu reply to the dele-
gation expressed his pleasure at meeting
the gentlemen present and hearing such a
frank and fair statement of their views.
It was the first occasion upon which since
he had assumed his official position, he
was able to visit Reossland, for as the
delegates would naturally understand,
there were very many matters requiring
|the attention of the government which
‘I had only been in office for a comparatively
| short time, and had much to do. 1t gav,
{ him much pleasure to say that the repres-
‘entatlves of the commercial asseciaticns
| tt.inoughout the upper country had with-
| out exception taken occasion of hs visit
[to lay their views before him, and as many
of the matters dealt with by the Rossland
Beard of I'rade had already been impress-
ed upon him, he was able to deal with
them with a certain degree of familarity.
H wished to say that he thought every
matter which had been brought betore him
was of wurgeney. ; And these subjects
would be dealt with by the government as
soon as it was possible notwithstanding
the exceptional amount of work on hand;
and without in any way talking politics,
he could fairly say that owing to the num-
ber of elections which had been held in
the past year and the general ensettled
state of matters pontical all publiec busi-
ness had been somewhat retarded. With
respect to the School of Mines, he was
pleased to say that in consequence of the
representations made by the delegates
from the Rosslana Board of Trade last
summer, and with the assistance of the
member for the district, an appropriation
had been  made which was now available
and the detail of having it placed 1n such
a position that the work could be gone
on with wouid be attenaea to by him at
once, in fact before he left Rossland he
was sure he could make ail arrangements.
(JApplause.) ‘Lne Sophe mountamn wagon
road was a matter with which the govern-
ment would deal at once. There had
been an appropriation of $6,000 for the
construction of this road, which money
was still available and though the pres-
ent time of the year was not by any
means the best for doing work ot this
kind, the government did not propose to
let the matter drop, but would take such
action as would be satistactory to the peo-
ple of Rossland On his return to Victoria
he would ednsult with Hon Mr. Wells, the
chief commissioner of lands and works,
upon the supject and some official intima-
tion would be made of what was prospos-
ed to be done. Discussing the Glasgow
exhbition, he could state that the govern-
ment proposed to have an exhibit that
would be a credit to the province. He
personally did not believe in doing these
things in a balf-hearted way. Better leave
them alone altogether than to have an ex-
hibit’ which would not be a credit to the
province and with respect to which resi-
dents of British Columbia would feel that
it did not fairly represent the various in-
dustries. In this view, the government
concurred and arrangements hav already
been ‘made for the transter to Glasgow
from Paris of the exhibit there, which
would also be supplemented in a great
many respects. One feature had been
drawn to the attention of the government
and that was that at Paris and other ex-
hibitions, a great many people were at-
tracted by a large display of bulhon and
the government were now negotiating for
tne use of such a quantity of British Col-
umbia gold and silver as would be sure to
be an object of great interest. oo tar as
he could say at the present time there
was little prospect of an exhibit being
made at Buffalo, as the government did
not intend to do anything in this direct-
ton. by halves, and there was not- money
available for two exhibits in the one year.
As to the representatives of the province
in London, he hoped to able to make an
announcement later that would piease the
whole of the people of the province. He
would also bring to the attention of the
premmer, Mr. Dunsmuir, the remarks
which had been made by Messrs Smith
Curtis and J. R. McArthur as to the er-
ection of a Dominion government build-
ing so that ofhcial notice might be taken
of it. In the most emphatic manner pos-
sible, he gave the assurance that there
would be no fear of constant changes in
the mining laws of the province, although
it was impossible to state that there would

for the reason that the

views. . The propesed mming
would -shortly be appointed and he had
no hesitation in stating that the object
of the government would be to endeavon
to codify and consolidate the mimng
laws, making titles more safe and secure,
and reducing the attendant litigation. In
the matter of the issuing of bulletins from
th department of mines with official infor-
mation as to shipments, development, etec.,
he had acted upon the representatnion of
the representative commercial institutions
of th upper country and hoped with a
greater measure of co-operation from the
various mine owners, to make this feature
a marked success. The bulletins would
be issued monthly, however. With re-
gard to the Coast-Kootenay railway, he
was not in a position to announce what
would -be done, but expressed the hope
that in the near future the gemerai pohicy
of the government in respect to railway
construction would be stated, and was
sure that that policy would be in no way
unsatisfactory to the people of the Koot-
enay districts. A

Hon. Mr. McBride’s remarks were greet-
ed with applauee. At the conclusion Mr.
lalonde and Mr. Mytton expressed the
gratification of the delegates at the man-
ner in which the hon. minister had dealt
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with their suggestion. "‘ﬁithi’b mMr. Mo

CENTRESTAR MEETING

Report on the Condition of the
Property--A Dividend
Declared.

Toronto, Nov. 27.—Folowing ‘s the di-
rectors’ report of the annual meeting of
the Centre Star Minming Company, Lamit-
ed, which was held in loronto tuay. 'L'he
directors’ report showed that a reduction
of over 30 per cemt m the cost of mining
had been made during the year; that de-
velopments was proceeding rapidly; labor
troubles had been happily settied at Ross-
land, while a superior class of miners
were coming into the camp. I'he Cana-
dian Pacific raillway has offered to reduce
the rate for freight and treatment of the
company’s ores'by $1.25 in consideration
of their obtaining a larger tonnage. 'L'he
directors, however, while appreciating tne
very fair spinit mn which the offer has been
made thad not been able to see their way
to accept it. Negotiations were still pend-
ing on other lines, wmch it was hoped
would soon put tHe smelting quesion on a
permanent and satisfactory basis.

‘t'he explanation whnich was given by the
president, Mr George Gooderham, and
the vice-president, Mr. L. G. Blackstock,
in moving and secending the reports as to
the objects the directors had i1n view in
stopping shipping in Kebruary iasi gave
general satisiction and was hea“ y ap-
plauded.

1the annual reports embodied extracts
reports made by Mr. Wayne Uirimgton,
the eminent American mining engineer,
down to as late as the 23rd day of
October last, im which that .gentleman
pointed out the Centre Star was improv-
ing in depth and expressed his beief that
it would prove the biggest mine in the
Rossland camp. "

The report of the general manager, Mr.
E. B: Kirby, was also laxa .c.-re the
meeting. ''his showed the t progress
that ‘nad been made during the year in the
development of the mune and "n the in-
stallation “of a first-class permanent plant
and equipment. Mr. Kirby also went
very fully into the reasons which had led
to the adoption of the contract system,
whereby miners were paid according to
the quantity of work performed insteekt
of by the time spent in doing it, and ex-
plamed how impossible it was to nave m-
troduced this system without cloming down
tor some montks. It ‘being the general
feeling of the shareholders that dividends
should be resumed a resolution to that
effect was passed.

Messrs. George Gooderham, T. G Black-
stock, W. H. Beatty, W. G. Gooderham,
A. Goodernam and Charles R. Hosmer
were elected directors for the ensuing
year. At a subsequent meeting of the
board, Mr. Gooderham was re-elected
president and Mr. I. G. Blackstock vice-
president.

A dividend of one per cent was declared,
payable on the lst of January next. ltvie
understood that this means the resump-
tion of monthly dividends at that rate.
