“great folks," but durst not rick «n opinion
nor squeak  their reseutments. Happily
this has befome a thing of the past.
Civiligation, with educatiop, its excellent
auxilliary, bas given the “pith ot sense’
such & finishing touch that the “ginuea
stamp” is lost in dark oblivion; it has
glven man broader views and more elevat-
ed notions of humapity ; it has enabled
the world to learn and ralify, among num-
bérless maxims, that it is not the position
that exalts the man, but man the position ;
and hest of all thst “an bppest pan is the
voblest work of God " Alive to this and
conscioys of the fact that my views are
within pedch of the enprent of pyblig opin-
ipn T do not feel the least ebarpassed, Mr.
fdditor, in making the startling but true
satemynt that the teachiog profession is
iu consumption, and that the cause of the
disease is to be tound in the conduct of our
local government. I am not alone in this.
I uuly give niterance to the sentiments of
vvery true friend of education gud 1 am
alile and regdy to sppygrt and prove the
truth of my statement,

Tt is not my object to try—an impoSsibi-
lity—to convince those who by party spirit,
ofiice, or boodleism, fortify themselves
against all reasoning, and who are not only
deafand blind to the blackest doings of their
party, but will trample upon all truth and
bonesty apd sgerifice the best iptepests of
their"countey to protect them in villiany,
but to make it clear to every imprejudiced
mind that 1st, that the teaching profession
is o the decline, and 2nd that the gov-
ernment is to blame. The symptoms neces-
sary to prove the 1st are as follows: (a)
A decrease in thie number of male teachers
and ay incregse in that oi female teachers,
(a weak pulse); (b) a decease in higher
grades, (short breath); (c) the losing_ of
ambitious uud'energetic workers, who use
the teachiog profession as a stepping stone
to something higher, (loss of energy or
yeneyal debility) ; (d) the vast falling of the,
common schools into the hands of, the in-
ferior and the nondescript, (a. hacking
congh, a pain in lung). 1fa wéak pulse,
shortness of breath,general debility,and a
hacking cough are the symptoms of con:
symption in the Hght of the above ramed
conditions of ojf sohools, which the coun-
try knows too/well do exist, T ask are they
not sume grounds for entertaining grave
"doubts as to the healthy condition of edu-
cation. T am’ satisfied Mr. Editor, that I
have given the points which goes to show

. what is slwsdy'un established fact in the

fession 18 in consumption ; and although
higher education may not be suffering
financially, and although it may yet retain
its former gravity and repute of faculty,
yet anything that will effect ‘the element-
ary gourse will, in the course of time, be
felt by the advanced departments.

The Exemptien From Taxation With-
out a Parallel,
T the Kditor of the Herald :

Sir,—The great wrong committed against
the hard-worklng taxpayers of this county
by the members of the county council at
their last meeting in exempting the Po-

n

ara.

Many people cannot )
made to believe that any such proposition
could have received the support of a single
councillor in the county, and the absence
of the publication of the resolution or the
council in the public press gives some ot
our pevple a glimmer of hope that suph
regolution did pot pass the council, al-
though it may have been advocated by
some enemy of the best interests of the
county. "1 am one of those who are willing
togive a capitalist thatinvests his capital in
aony industry, the successful prosecution of
which is & benefit to the different classes
of the community, every reasonable protec-
tion that a capitalist or a citizen is entitled
to; but in the name of everything that is
good and just I protest as a taxpayer, will-
ing as I am to coutribute to the payment
of all reasonable and legitimate expenses,
whether for the government of county,
provincial or Dominion matters, against
exempting the Dominion coal company
from taxation, in whole or in part, from
payment of municipal or any other taxes
in’ this colinty. - Our county taxes are re-
quired for the payment of a portion of the
education of the youth of the county, the

source of huppiness to the p , and
to all who ¢ome in contact with him, that
by it man has achieved what genius with-
out its aid could never accomplish. It
gives grace and prominence to the pulpit,
the bar and the public platform; it is the
basis upon which are built the welfare,
prasperity and happiness of both the
¢hurch and the state. Ask Mr. Fielding
what mercy would he render to any person
tuat wiild be the means ot retarding its
progress and he will donbtless say like
Gratino, “A halter gratis, nathipg: else for
Heaven’s enke.” And is the conntry not per-
fectly justified in saying, “thou art the
man!’ +He has literally “stynned” the
profession when he curtailed teachers sal-
aries. This and adoption of the ene term
system has given rise to the barriers I
have already mentioned, which are felt ia
every part of the country and which louder
than words proclaim that “something is
rotten in the state of Denmark.” There is
no such a thing as a-standstill in nature;
there is either growth of decay. And weé
aro not abusing anology when we come to
a like conclusion 1especting politics and
education ; and no man that hasj tlie least
respect-for common sense will attempt to
force upon us the absurdity that in its
financial support is to the advantage of
education. The governpent  discovered
that there was a constant annual increase
in the educational item and notwithstand.
ipg the'fact that there was movre than a
corresponding “inurease of vevenne, made
the teachers grant a fixed sum. As much
as to say, now organize new sections and
increase the higher grades in number and
teachers will pay for such advancoments
out of their own pockets. Look atit in
what light you please, give it the benefit of
the strongest arguments that can be brought
‘to bear upon it, use the'most logical pro-
cots of reasoning. of which the human
miud is capable, there is only the one in-
evidable conclusion to be arrived at, ‘that
the get §s » votten ope and '§ depth
blow at the vital parts of education. And
F-here frankly and fearlessly repeat as prov-
en:my starting proposition, “ The teaching

A Wihole Family Mardered in a Peun-

Coxyersvivue, May 20.—The most horri-
ble butchery ever committed in Fayette
county was enacted in New Heaven in the
opposite side of the river from here lasi
night. .

John Hoy, his wife Mollie, and son and
daughter were found this aftexnoon at 4
o'clock with their #hroats cut from ecar to
ear, The supposition most generally believ-
ed is that Hoy took the lives of his wife
and ohildren and then committed suicide,
Evidence, however, points to the conclu-
sion that ali four were murdered,

by a Mrs. Mary Egan, Moy's mother by a
former husband,

All morningthe neighbors along Seventh
strect in New Haven, where Hoy's home is
located, wondered at the absence of any
8igus of life abouat the premises,

An-
other curious fact was that there was no
evidence of blood slains on Hoy’s feet, and
though all the yooms down stairs and on
the porch outside theve were the the im-
prints in blood of a man's foot, showing
that whoever killed the mother and her
two children, then decended after walking
around in the blood 6f Tis victims.

The final impression of the jury seemed
to be that Hoy ‘had killed his. wite.

Passing through a door into a room in the
rear part of the house the jury ®came upon
the bodies of two children, William, aged
eight years, and Portia, aged six years.
The covers on the bed were tucked neatly
in about thom, giving an appearance that
the bodies had been placed in the position
they were after they had been murdered
Each of their throats had been cutin a
manner similiar to those of their father and
mother. Just behind little Portia’s right
ear was a wound which it was afterwards
discovered had been made with the blunt
cud of the hatchef which was found in the
front room. Upon examining it the blunt!
end was found covered with blood.
