Small Children's Clothes.

Onte relieved of
their contents, the eggs should be carefully
mounted on a card with gum or glue. On
this card should be written the name of the
bird to which ghe egg belongs, both its scien-
tific and its common name; if you are not a
good hand at making neat labels yourself,
you can buy printed ones for the purpose,
And bere let me recowmend you to learn
the scientific names of all our birds, as well
as the English ones; for you will in many
cases find the samo hird known by widely
different ordinary nunes in various parts of
the country : and besides that, these English
names give you uo help iu classification,
The scientific name is not orly a name, but it
gives you informationatonee asto what class
the bird belongs. Inscience every animal has
tvouma—n family name {or, more strictly
speaking, & generic name) and a special
name, umreﬂng to your surname and your

name. Yoy knaw the use of sur
names; they tell us at once to what family
James, Thomas aud Mary belong. Thus you
may have Smith Junes, S8mith Thomas and
Bmith Mary. In like manuer amovg birds
all falcons are called Falde, and el('h falcon
gets in addition s special name. The pere-
grine is Falco peregrinus; the kestrel is
Falco tinnunculus. You wery quickly get
accustomed 2o these Latin  terms when once
you adopt them.

When you get your eggs thus arranged
you will be able totrace the family resem-
blances which exist among them. A dull
red prevails among the eggs of the Falconi-
dm; white, Witha peculinr rounded shape,
among those of the owls; green among
those of the crows;, peculiar streaks and
markings among thoss of the buutings, and
soon.
