IS INACTIVE.

What Became of Italian Law and 
Order League,

Which Was to Stop Italians Car­
rying Weapons?

Mr. P. L. Scarrone Suggests a 
Remedy For the Evil

The shooting affair, which occurred 
last Monday night, resulting in Joe Lor­
enzo, now in jail, being charged with 
shooting with intent, has again aroused 
the oft-reepated question, “Do most of 
the foreigners in the city carry conceal­
ed weapons?” Since the GrêccÔ murder 
in the Dundas quarries in March, 1908, 
little has been heard of the danger from 
concealed weapons among the foreign 
element, though in neighboring cities on 
the Amerieun continent, incidents have 
happened which have aroused the indig­
nation of the law-abiding communities.

It is safe to state that the carrying 
of dangerous weapons is prevalent 
among the foreigners of this city, 
though all foreigners must not be tarred 
with the same brush. The practice is 
said to be particularly prevalent among 
the Sicilians.

At the time' the Greece » brothers were 
in jail, Chief Justice Sir W illiam Mu- 
lock wrote to Mr. P. Scarrone, who, at 
that time was the court interpreter, 
asking him to use his efforts to estab­
lish a society among the Italians, for 
the propagation of law and order and to 
discourage the carrying of weapons. As 
a result a society was formed called the 
Italian Lav anil Order Society." Mr. 
M. J. O’Reilly, K. V.. and Mr. P. L. Scar- 
rone were tlie founders and the meeting 
place was St. Mary’s Hall, on Park 
street north. The object of the society 
vas to instruct the Italians. Sicilians 
and other foreigners in the city, in the 
rudiments of Canadian law and explain 
that it was not necessary to carry 
knives or revolvers in this country. The 
society did much good and soon had 
over one hundred members on its roll, 
who pledged themselves to carry no 
weapon of any kind. These members 
also • used their influence among their 
friends, with beneficial results, and. to 
the credit of the society, 1* it said, that 
not one of the members has ever appear­
ed in the Police Court at any time since 
enrolment.

Some prominent citizens addressed 
the meetings in English, which was in­
terpreted to them by Mr. Scarrone. Af­
ter a time the activity of the organiza­
tion ceased, and if still in existence, no 
efforts are being put forth at present 
to promote the good work..

Mr. Scarrone is of the opinion that 
there is a solution to the dangerous 
weapons problem. His idea is that the 
Canadian Government or the city should 
appoint an intelligent English-speaking 
Italian, who immediately on the arrival 
of foreigners in the city, should secure 
a report and at once have them in­
structed in the requirements of Cana­
dian law, particularly with regard to 
the carrying of weapons of any kind. 
They should be told that in so many 
day.-- they will be searched, and if a 
weapon of any kind be found in their 
possession, it will Ik* confiscated and 
the ojvner punished. 'The Government’s 
representative should have an assistant 
in attendance always, such assistant to 
lie :t city policemen.

Speaking of the Sicilians. Mr. Scarrone 
said that in Sicily, every man carries a 
revolver or knife and they would not 
think of going out for a few minutes’ 
walk without being armed. Many ask 
why? The question can readily be an­
swered. when the history of the conn 
try is known. For centuries Sicily has 
Veil the hotbed of brigandage. The peo­
ple are a mixture of Southern European 
nues and. Mr. Scarrone pointed out. the 
unequal distribution of land, the t/ital 
neglect of education and other unto­
ward conditions existing for centuries, 
have created an innate arbitrary spirit, 
which cannot be easily obliterated 
quickly./Since the reign of King Vic 
tor fttpeuinuel, conditions have lieen 
greatly improved, but brigandage is still 
prevalent and is enhanced bv the Mafia 
which had its origin in Sicily. Those in 
a position to know say there are no 
members of the Black Hand here. 
Southern Europeans are not followers of 
the pugilistic art, as a means of self 
defence and when provocation is given 
to them, they resort to the means of 
self protection taught them, which is, 
unfortunately, the use 
wea r»ons.

The letter from Mr. Coleman is as 
follows ;

“We are in receipt of your letter of 
the 16th inst., with regard to running 
of freight cars, and would say that we 
agree with you that this company has 
no right t<* carry freight or run freight 
cars on King street vast. The roasou 
that this has been, done in the past are 
because the company has wished to ac­
commodate the thousands of residents 
of the city of Hamilton who are living 
at the Beach. and, as far as carrying 
fruit is ^concerned, liecause it desires 
to do everything possible to encourage 
the fruit industry in and around Ham­
ilton. We wish to say, however, that 
the carriage of fruit is of no particular 
value or profit to us, and were this the 
only question involved, the company 
would be benefited if the practice was 
discontinued

“For the present accommodation of 
our Beach patrons we could use a pas­
senger car from which the seats had 
been removed to carry the package 
freight to and from Burlington and the 
Beach, and. regarding the matter of 
fruit expressed on this road to 'Wag- 
staffs, Winona, and other factories, 
we would be pleased to receive any sug­
gestions, which, if adopted, would pro­
tect the interests of the citizens of Ham­
ilton. and, at the same time not hamper 
this important industry. In considera­
tion of these interests, we respectfully 
ask you to reconsider your notification 
and, if. after reconsidering the same, 
you still desire us not. to carry the 
freight and freight cars over King’street 
east, we will, of course, desist. Mean­
while. impending your final decision, 
we trust we may be allowed to carry 
these commodities over the King street 
cast route. ”

Railroad Yardmen and Bralçemcn

The Grieves revolver incident in the 
Police Court yesterday revealed the fact 
that almost all railroad yardmen, and 
many brakesmen carry revolvers. Their 
object is evidently to protect themselves 
against tramps, who frequent the yards, 
many of whom are dangerous charac­
ters, if the slightest provocation is given 
them, and they consider it a provocation 
to be told to leave the railroad prop-

The tramps infest the yards and steal 
whatever they can from the cars, and 
for convenience as well. During the 
summer months the number of hoboes is 
very large, and of recent years has in­
creased alarmingly in spite of the 
stringent measures adopted to suppress 
them. The audacity of many of them is 
astounding, and as they go in pairs or 
bunches, the train crews are powerless 
to act, as the tramps themselves are 
quite often armed with loaded revolv­
ers. Hamilton is a meoca for the itiner­
ants on account of being so near the bor­
der. They do not alight in the station 
yard, but some distance outside, where 
the trains are compelled to slow down.

The magistrate, yesterday, expressed 
himself strongly about the practice of 
carrying loaded weapons, stating that 
it is contrary to law, and those who do 
bo are liable to prosecution.
