How much grain there is heid in the
counury, i§ a question whicll éxcitésa’good deal
of interest, for on the reply returned to it may
depend the action of country hoitlers. - So far
these parties have been decidedly obstinate;
but in view of the heavy deélipe in nearly
all ouiside markets it may, perhaps, be weil
for them to ask whether they. cam ‘hcpe to
keep prices up here in face of adownward tuove-
ment in ali the markets of the world.
