1 wonder what
effect it would have on those ex-
borbitant freight rates woich I am
proud to see my hon friend now
realizes. Tt took him a long time to
see them., I never heard bim say a
word of criticism on account of the
Government - in  keeping these
freights up, but now be has obtained
new light. He bas slways been
very quiet in this Houose, and I am
proud that he is now waking up. 1
do not think he has overdiawn the
picture, in faot I do not tbink he has
drawa it quite so dark ss it should
be. I have some figures before me
similar to those the hon gentleman
hes quoted. I bave a leiter here
written & yesr or two ago which I
will read :

I enclose you herewith freight
tariffs of the P E Island Railway,
one the maximum general freight
tariff in effect prior to Janusry 1,
1906, and the other the maximum
freight mileage tariff applicsble after
Japuary 1, 1906, I also give you
the rates on grain for expor! las
winter.

The House is rather thir, but I
am sure there are soms hon mem-
bers here who will appreciate Lhese
figures and who will see the position
1o which the Province is placed with
regard to freight rates, This is the
statement whioch wae sent to Mr
Pottinger by Mr Tiffio:

From Montreal to St Jobn, 9 cents
per 100 pounds, plus 1% oente per
100 pounde for elevation; distance
735 miles. ;

That is, you oould take 100
pounds from Montreal to St Joun,
a distance of 735 miles for 9 ocents.

From Montreal to Sydney, 16}
cents per 100 pounds; distance 977
miles. ¥

I might add, however, tha. there
wounld be no grain for export via
Sydney.

In very sharp contrast to that,
this letter quotes the rates in my
Province:

Regular rates on grain in carloads
from Tigoish o 8¢ J he, 26 cant,
per 100 pounds; distance 432 miles.

Regular rates on grsin in carloads
irom‘Tignish to ‘Halifsx, 23 ocents
per 100 pounds ; distance 309 miles,

Regular rates on grain in carloads
from Tiguoieh to Sydpey, 26 cents
per 100 pounds; distavce 380 milen

from Montreal to S Joon. 735 miles,
100 pounds for 9 oents, but from my
Province, from Tignisb to 8i, Jobn,
only helf the distance, you obarge
26 cents per 100 pounds.

injustice, From Tignish to Halifax,
a distance of 309 miles, the rate is
23 cents, How fair iz that to the
Island Province? You pay 28 cents
for 308 miles when you only pay 9
ocents for over 890 miles on the Ina
tercolonial Railway. From Tignich
to Sydney it is 26 cents for 380
miles. I do not think that this con-
dition exists for want of bringing it

to the attention of the Government,
Time aod time again it has been

brought to the attention of the Gov
ernment by the representatives in
parlisment, by the boards of trade in
Prince Edward Island and by the
Maritime board of trade which meets
in Halifax, but no remedy has been
provided. It would be useless to
quote figures at any grester length
here, because if these fignres which
[ have quoted are not sofficient to
convince any hon member or sany
member of the Govérnment I think
I might as well give itup. I asked
some questions in regard to this
matter in the early part of the sese
sion and, they told me it was under
consideration. Well, it has been
under ooneideration for ten years,
perbap: (wenty years, and we want
to know how fong that consideration
is gof““ to last, Give some decision,
I am glad ‘0 800 that some of my

colleagues are here. L did not know
that the question was to be hroogbt
up for discussion today, I have
piles of figares, but I do not think it
is necessary to go soy further be-
cause I have proved ‘my case np to
the hilt and I hope at last, now that
the' hon member for Kiog’s, P E I
(Mr Hughes) has wakened up tbat
be will impress this matter upon the
the Government and do what he can
to assist us in securing the removsl
of this injustice,

Mr A A McLean (Queen’s, P E
I),—Like my colleague I did not
kpow that this matter was coming
up this afternoon, and I am there-
fore quite unprepared to discuss it.
It is a matter that has engsged the
aitention of the people of Prince
Edward lsland snd those who desl
with them, My colleague (Mg A
Martin) bas stated that the hon
member for King's (Mr Hughes)
bad wakened up to the fact that this
was 8 matter of some importance,
becanse every time that the matter
of transportation has been brought
up in the House he has either ridi-
culed members on this side of the
House coming from that Province
or he bhas pointed out to the Gov.
ernment that it was simply a griev—
ance they were using for political
purposes. Now, be has come ont of
tis shell and he sees, with the rest
of the Province, that it is a very
important matter and one that should
receive the immediate attention of
the hon Minister of Railways and
Osnals (Mr Graham) and of the hon
Minister of Marine and Fisheries
(Mc Brodsar)., Last year s coma
mission including I think, the de-
puty Mioister of Railways and Can-
als, the depaty Minister of Marine
and Fisheries and certain other gen—
tlemen, visited Prince Ediward Is—
land, and when they went to meet
the board of trade and other business
men. in the oity of Charlottetown,
they promised that the matter would
receive the immediate attention of
the Government, Ba! vothing has
been dome, I want to direot the
atteotion of the Minister of Railways
and Canals to 80 answer whish was
given to me by himself a few days
ago in this Hounee, and I would ask
bim to prepsre the rates for trans—
portation in force on the rest of the
Intercolonial Railway, because I take
it that the Prinoce Biward JIsland
Railway is still a part of the Inter-~
colonial Railway, with those charged
ot freight shipped from Prince Ed-
ward Jeland, A retarn was brought
down a few days sgo showing that
it costs 11 cents to take 100 pounds
of freight from Charlottetown to
Piotou, and in the summer time it
ocosts from Halifax to Pictou 20 cents,
Bat when the summer boats went
off the Lateraolonigl Rasilway ir-
oreased the tariff to 24 cente per 100
pounds. Why is this? Why are
the people of Prince Edward Is.
lavd geked to pay 4 cents par 100

| from Montreal 1o St Jobho 100 pounds

pounde more in the winter than in
the summer? Today if you wish; to
take 100 pounds of freight from
Charlottetown 1o Halifsx, you. pay
35 cents for it when you can ship

for 9 cents.

Just imagine that it costs for less
than 120 miles from Charlottetown
to Halifsx' 35 cents per 100 pounds
and for the 735 miles from Montreal
to St John it costs only g cents per
100 pounds. Here is a matter which
the Minister of Railways, although be
is new to bis office, should take under
his immediate copsideration. Aca
cordiog to this return which the min-
ister brought down the first class sum-
mer and winter rate from Truro to
Pictou is 16 cents and Truro is dis—
tant about 50 miles from Pictou and
about roo miles from Charlottetown.
But for the distan¢e between Truro
and Oharlottetown you pay 27 cents
per 100 pounds  Then, from Am-
berst the rate is the same both sum-
mer and winter. In summer the busi-
ness for the Island via Moncton goes
entirely by way of Pointe du Ohene
and when the Pointe du Chene route
is closed it goes by Pictou. The sum-
mer rate from Moncton to Charlotte~
town by way of Peinte du Chene is
32 cents, and the rate from Moncton
to Oharlottetown by way of Pictou in
the winter lime, 197 miles, is enor-
mously high, When navigation

closes at Pointe du Ohene the cost |
by way of Georgetown is 52 cents per |
100 pounds to Charlottetown, Just|
imagine at this date in the history of
transportation paying 63 cents for 100 |
pounds of freight from Moncton to
Charlottetown when you can bring
that same 100 pounds of freight from
Montreal to S8ydoey, a distance of 977
miles for 16} cents, Is that a condi

tion of affairs which should exist ? Is
it any wonder that the population of
the Maritime Provinces is being de-
pleted ? Is it any wonder that the
greater -portion almost. of the profit
which the farmers of Prince Edward
Island should have in their pockets
for their. products, gaes either into
the government railways or the gov-
ernment steamboats. This resolution
states that the government transporta-
tion system down there should be un
der the coantrol of one department.
Today it is under the control jointly
of the Departrhent of Mazrine and
Fisheries and the Department of Rail
ways, but would it make any differ
ence who controls it when they charge
41 ceots for 100 pounds of freight for
147 miles from Moncton to Pictou
and 11 cents from Pictou to Char-
lottetown, making 52 cents in all ?
Is there any yse in chavging the name
of the Iatereolonial if these ratps are
allowed to continue in force ? What
benefit would it be to the people to
change the name and still charge these
high rates ? There is not the slight-
est doubt that the Intercolonial is to-
day charging more for freight that goes
to Prince Edward Island, thas any
other railway in Oanada. You can
take goods for almost one=fourth less
from Montreal to Sydney over the
Canadian Pacific Railway than you
can take them from Moncton, N.B
to Charlottetown, PEI. Here is a
matter which should receive the im-
mediate attention of the gayernment.
The hon. gentleman who introduced
the resolution states that the govern-
ment system of railways should be
considered as one entirely in the
keeping of accounts and all other re=
spects. He does not say what the ‘all
other respects’ are. Perhaps it might
be beneficial to the government of
of Canada to have the railway under
one system for the keeping of
accounts, but what benefit would that
be to the people of the Proviace
which the hon. gentleman (Mr

Hugbes) represeots ? In my opinion
there is only one way in which this
grievance can be remedied and that
is by the government giving their im~
mediate attention to the building of a
tunoel between Cape Tormentine,
N.B., and Cape Traverse, P.E.I

Then we would have the fulfilment of
the terms of the union and we
would bave one coatinuous haul, one
eatity as the member for Kings’s calls
it. We would then have one railway,
and you may call it the Interprovin-
cial or the Intercolonial, or anything
you like so long as the people of my
Provioce reccive fair treatment at the
haods of the government of Canada.
We may be told now that the tunnel
question has been brought up here
from time to time for a number of
years and that justice was not done by
previous goyverments, but the time has
come now to do something. If the
people did not press for a settlement
of this grievance long ago it was their
own fault, and as a matter of fact the
question has never been prominently
brought before the government until
withio the last three or four years.
And since it has been brought to their
attention I understand that the offia
cials who went to the Island are treat.
ing the Board of Trade and the other
géntlemen who are pressing this mata
ter in the Province, with almost con-

tempt. Resolutions were passed by
the board of trade and were brought
before these commissioners who went
down there last summer, and notwith=
stabding the fact that there was a
short=hand report of what was said at
that meeting by the members of the
board of trade and by the commis=
sioners, still a contention exists as to
what was said, and also as to what the
resolutions were. But we have these
resolutions here and they were read
in the House not only by the mem=
ber for Kiog's but by Mr. Martin,
the member for Queen’s, and they
were plain and distinct, and the gova
ernment have received copies ofthescf
resolutions because it was directed
that copies should be sent to the gov- |
ernment.

But in this case as in al-

most every other case that has come
before them, the government are ne=
glecting this question. I hope the
present Minister of Railways will do |
bis duty a little better than his prede-
cessors did, and that he will at once
take this matter into his consideration.
[ do see the Minister of Marine and |
Fisheries in the House just now, but
I know that when his deputy was
down in Charlottetown a ‘year ago
with reference to this matter, he gave
great promises that he would place
the matter before the minister and bea
fore the government.  But nothing
has been done. The people of Prince
Edward Island are under this great
handicap which no free people should
endure any longer. I think we have|
endured this grievance long enough, |
and it is high time that the Minister
of Railways and Canals and the Min

ister of Marine and Fisheries and the
government should give this matter
their immediate attention. They are
attending to the wants of the §reat
west, they are looking after the build-
ing of the Transcontinental Railway,
but they are neglecting the descend=
ants of the men who settled in
Eastern Canada many years ago and
hewed homes for themselves out of
the forest, and they are sending every
young man in the Hast who grows up
to manhood away to gain his liveli-
hood in the United States or in the
Great West where this government
is spending millions and millions of
dollars to develop. I say it and I
say it advisedly that the East is ne=
glected by this government. Not only
is . that the opinion of men
who live in the [East, but
one of the ablest journalists in
western (anada has endorsed that
view, and has stated that the Gov-~
ernment is negleoting the wants and
requirements of Kastern Canada.

And when the people of Hastern
Canada come bere and ask the Gov-
ernment plainly and distinotly to
meet thejr wants, they arg turpbd
down and the tranaportation question
in Prince Edward Island and the
Maritime Provinoes has no attention
paid to it by the Government. 8o
far as the proposal to change the
name of the Intercolonial Railway is
concerned, I bave yery little sym~
patby with it, I think the Govern.
ment can do this withont changing
the name, If it is mot done in s
very short time, the same feeling
which exists in British Colambia to-
day with reference to certain matters
engagiog the attention of this Gov-
erpnment may asaert stself more fore-
ibly than they tblnk in the east,
