
Railroad Convention in Mount 
Forest.—A Rrilroad Convention consist­
ing of the Reeves and Councilman of 
Arthur, Egremont, Norman by, and 
Mount Forest, met in Mount Forest on 
Saturday afternoon to decide which of the 
two projected roads they would support,1 
it being first agreed that the minority 
should give way and support the major­
ity. After being in private session for 
an hour, they adjourned to the public 
hall for one hour and a half and invited 
the delegates from Hamilton and Toron­
to to address the meeting, which consist­
ed of two hundred to three hundred of 
the ratepayers of the different municip­
alities. The delegation from Hamilton 
supporting the Wellington Grey and 
Bruce consisted of Adam Brown, Esq., 
the President ; C. Magill Esq1, City Mem­
ber ; Thomas White, of the Hamilton 
Spectator, and J. Turner, Esq. That of 
Toronto, supporting the Toronto, Grey 
and Bruce narrow gauge, numbering on­
ly two. H. S. Howland, President, and 
T. C. Chisholm, one of the directors. 
Mr. Swan, Reeve of Mount Forest, was 
moved to the chair.and announced that it 
hsd been decided by the Convention to 
give each delegation 45 minutes to sup.

C their scheme, and called upon A- 
vn, Esq., President of the Welling­

ton, Grey and Bruce, who occupied a 
few minutes and then introduced Mr. 
White, who occupied the balance of the 
time. The chairman then called on H.S. 
Howland, Esq., President of the Toronto, 
Grey and Bruce,who occupied some time, 
and then invited Mr. Chisolm' to fill in 
the time, which he did, after 'which Mr. 
Brown made some explanations, and the 
Convention adjourned to decide on their 
future course of action, which only oc­
cupied a few minutes, and resulted in an 
almost unanimous vote in favor of the 
Toronto, Grey and Bruce.
