THE NEW CHURCH.

Interesting Services Conducted
by the Pastor,

The Congregationalists who have been
worshipping in the room of the Y's” in the
Niuoh}w Block, met yesterday for the first
time as a formally organized church.
Forty-three members withdrew in a batch
from the First Congregational Church. The
new church starts with a membership of 45
and a congregation of about 120 all told.
The five great principles of Congregational-
ism given by Dr. Dale were read, with
quotations from Dr. Dexter. The confes-
sion of faith and covenant as given in the
current issue of the Canadian Congrega-
tional Year Book was also read, to which
individual responses were given. Rev. G.
Trotter Carr, the pastor, preached,
both services being well attended.
In the evening the reverend gentle-
man chose as his text, St. Peter, ii., 2,
“‘Leavin, us an example that ye
should follow his steps.” He said when
Christ, the .Son of Righteousness,
arose and shone forth all the lesser lumin-
aries in the Christian firmament were
thrown into the shade. His beams vivi-
fied the dead heart of the world, There
was needed in the world a model man. In
the first place, it was true that men
possessed what was called the imitative
faculty, more especially noticeable in chil-
dren, therefore it was necessary to have be-
fore them a model man, and Christ sup-
plied that want. Again, people were large-
ly influenced by example, which moved
where precept failed and because they were
complexioned by their surroundings there
was negessity for a perfect model.
In the next piace, a true model had never
been found the best of men. In Christian
biography, or even the Bible, they could
look at the best and not find one whose ex-
ample it would be safe to follow. A chain
breaks at its weakest link, but the chain of
human character broke at its strongest.
This was borne out by general scriptural
testimony, and even Peter, the man of rock,
denied his master at the words of a mere
girl. When they looked with profound
wonder and love and awe at the
humility of the Lord and contrasted it with
their pride, they found him a perfect ex-
ample, Many of the greatest intellectual
lights of the world had bowed down enrap-
tured and charmed before his majesty and
glory, but had not realized themselves as
sinners and he as their blessed Saviour, and
80 it was all the world over.
At the conclusion the holy communion
was administered, and a large number re-
mained to participate.
