NEW YORK, Dec. 31.—The United States 
Senate Committee on our relations with 
Canada resumed its session to-day. Ellis 
H. Roberts, Sub-Treasurer, thought that 
from the geographical position of the two 
countries they must have rival interests. 
Mr. Roberts thought that Yankee ingenu­
ity would be greatly lacking if we sur­
rendered our markets of 65,000,000 peo­
ple to obtain in return th t ot 5,000,000. 
Speaking of central and northern New 
York the witness said the general feeling 
was greatly opposed to reciprocity. By a 
reciprocity treaty this country would 
give every-thing and virtually receive noth­
ing in return. Mr. Roberts thought 
political union would come in due time.
