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ON World
All Eyes on China—Pekin as Much Talked About 

as Pretoria—The Main Obstacle to Peace in 
South Africa—Pan-African Conference To Be 
Held in London in July.

London., June 17. — In a cable dis­
patch, filed In London at 1 o'clock 
S.m., and in the regular London 
Cable letter, Isaac N. Ford deals 
With the news and the discus - 
Mon of the Chinese situation. In the 
1 o'clock cable he says: "The news 
from Pekin comes Indirectly through 
Shanghai and Tien Tain, and ia strong­
ly colored by public excitement in 
both cities. The European legations 
are reported to have been attacked by 
Baobs and some buildings destroyed. 
The Roman Catholic Cathedral is said 
to have been burned, and the Boxers 
Sire charged with murdering the Ger­
man minister and a considerable num­
ber of Christian converts and Euro­
pean servants. These dispa tehee are 
without doubt

GROSSLY INACCURATE.
The only trustworthy news from Pe­

kin la contained in di® patches to the 
foreign office and embassies here. These 
are not published. It is evident that 
the empress has been alarmed by the 
report that her deposition had been 
proiposed, and that she has decided 
that the foreign marines must not be 
allowed to reach the capital. The 
train conveying food and ammunition 
for them has returned to Tien. Tsln 
without delivering the supplies. The 
marines are repairing the railway, 
but the Boxers in advance are de­
stroying the Une even more rapidly 
than it can be mended. Incendiaries 
are at work in Tien Tsln. There are 
alarming reports of the spread of disaf­
fection and revolt in other districts of 
China, especially those within the Eng­
lish sphere of influence. The British 
cabinet held a prolonged meeting here 
yesterday and the China question was 
discussed in detail.”

ALL EYES ON CHINA.
The Associated Press correspondent 

says: The serious condition of
affairs in China is daily becoming the 
most absorbing topic in Great Britain. 
Pekin is heard of now almost as much 
as Pretoria, while countless correspon­
dents and amateur diplomats talk 
learnedly on the peril presented by the 
far eastern crisis. In view of the gen­
eral public concern and the dispatches 
from China It is rather remarkable to 
learn that the Boxers appear to have 
but little affected the great volume 
of business between China and Eng­
land. The largest houses in London 
trading with the far Jfast, corporations. 
Insurance companiesir banks and mer­
chants, are fairly unanimous in saying 
their operations are not interfered with.

A PLETHORA OF CRISES. 
Secretary Hay's attitude is watched,

In England with the greatest interest, 
but it is pretty generally recognized 
that the United States has no intention 
of pulling any chestnut* out of the 
fire.

There is such a plethora of crises in 
which the British interests are concern­
ed that the average reader of English 
newspapers find* it hard to keep track 
of chem or place them in itheir posi­
tions of relative Importance. China ap­
peals only vaguely to the masses, which 
still maintains acute interest in the do­
ings of Lord Roberta land his men. Nor 
are the doings of the British force in 
Ashanti repulsed by an overwhelming 
horde of natives, forgotten.

The Liverpool merchants, who prac­
tically monopolize the trade with the 
west coast of Africa are loud in their 
protestations against the government's 
tardiness in sending reinforcements, 
while even the Conservative weeklies 
admit that the usual mistakes have 
been made of under-estimating the 
strength of the enemy. The news of 
rising in the near-by colony of Gambia 
adds no little to the strain which affairs 
on the West Coast of Africa -has im­
posed on the resources of the military 
organization, whose normal complement 
has Its hand* full at the other end of 
the dark continent

BERLIN IN THE DARK.
The Chinese ambassador at Berlin 

Raid on Saturday: “I have had no news 
whatever from the Chinese Government 
about the Boxers' rebellion. The Box­
ers are a mere rabble, roibbers, thieves 
and rascals. There are no scholar*, 
mandarins or officials among them. The 
reports that Chinese soldiers have at­
tacked the international forces cannot 
possibly be true. The empress opposes 
the Boxers and the troops could not 
act against her. The Boxers will soon 
be suppressed by the Chinese troops 
without landing the international 
forces. The embassies could have been 
protected by guards of Chinese if the 
embassies had asked for them.”

The latest official German news from 
Tien Tsln, dated the 15th, is viewed at 
Jhe foreign office as corrobor­
ative of the reports that the situation 
lias intensified during the week. The 
foreign office continues to believe 
the Chinese Government makes common 
cause with the Boxers, and does not 
believe the troops attacked the inter­
national force as “that .would be too 
crazy a venture.”

CRISIS AT THE CAPE:
But perhaps more important than 

any of these is the political crisis at 
it he Cape. It is dawning on Great 
Britain that unless this is tactfully 
end satisfactorily set straight the 
pacification of South Africa may be 
Indefinitely delayed. The putting 
down of a possible anti-British agita­
tion in Cape Colony similar to that 
which has existed for a century in Ire­
land. but without the physical force 
element, is recognized as being a far 
more serious task than outflanking and 
disarming the Boers.

MAIN OBSTACLE TO PEACE.
Mr. Isaac N. Ford says: "Tiff? main 

obstacle to peace in South Africa is 
the impracticability of ending the war 
by armistice or negotiation. The fight- 
Kg would cease at once if the British 
generals could grant the Boers any 
terms short of unconditional surrender; 
but as Lord Roberts can only invite 
them to disperse to their farms and 
submit as gracefully as possible to 
British rule, naturally .the fighting con­
tinues, and it threatens to degenerate 
from rear guard actions and raiding 
Of railways and convoys to guerilla 
warfare and sniping. The occupation 
Of Johannesburg has deprived Presi- 
lent Kruger of a financial base for 
eomducting the war at the ex;>ense of 
foreign shareholders. and while the 
Lydenburg district may be well pro­
visioned, the Boer refugees are not 
tHpely to remain long in hiding. They

PAN-AFRICAN CONFERENCE.
July will witness a pan-African con­

ference in London with the object of 
securing increased recognition of the 
rights of Great Britain’s colored sub­
jects. This idea originated with Mr. 
H. S. Williams, a native of Trinidad, 
whose appeal met with an enthusiastic 
response, and Southwest Africa, the 
West Indies, Abyssinia and the United 
States will send representatives, with 
the view of looking after the general 
Interests of the colored race. The de­
mands will include a thorough system 
of education and peasant proprietor­
ship, with especial reference to South 
Africa and the West Indies.

BRITISH POLITICS.
The resumption of parliament after 

the Whitsuntide recess was not mark­
ed by or.y notable feature. In prepara­
tion for the general election the Lib­
erals have put in circulation a 
pamphlet entitled “Five years of Tory 
Government,” In which the failure of 
the Conservatives to fulfill their 
promises in the introduction of the do­
mestic measures regarding education, 
old age.pensions, temperance and over­
crowding is scathingly put forward. 
Mr. Augustine Birelled, member for 
the west division of Fife, in writing 
the preface, remarks that the claims 
of forty millions of people here at 
home to be well governed, fairly tax­
ed, properly housed, and wisely edu­
cated, are paramount claims, nor will 
“Lord Salisbury's Swiss policy of put­
ting a rifle range withit reach of every 
poor man’s cottage in order that its 
occupant may learn how to defend his 
hired and unsanitary homestead from 
the combined fury of Europe long sur­
vive the political occasion that begat 
It.”

Lord Salisbury has not made up his 
mind respecting the date of ’the elec­
tions. The ministers are divided re­
specting the expediency of forcing an 
appeal to the country. There is end- 
loss chatter In the smoking rooms of 
the commons and in political clubs, 
but the shrewdest surmises defer the 
elections until October, and displace

St. Thomas, June 18.—The June con­
ference of the London district of the 
Reorganized Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter-Day Saints in the church on 
Balaclava street opened on Saturday.

The principles of 
the gospel as they teach it are: Faith, 
repentance, baptism by immersion for 
the remission of sine,laying on of hands 
for the gift of the Holy Spirit, resurrec­
tion of the dead and eternal judgment.

WILD GOOSE SPRING WHEAT.
Toronto, June 18.—The secretary of 

the Toronto board of trade has receiv­
ed a letter from Mr. C. A. Zavltz, ex­
perimentalist ait Guelph Agricultural 
College, In regard to the production of 
■wild goose spring wheat. The letter 
was In connection with one which Mr. 
Wills wrote to Hon. John Dryden, 
minister of agriculture, which was for­
warded to Mr. Zavltz. Mr. Zavltz 
stated that he had found under ex­
periment that wild goose spring wheat 
gave the largest yield per acre of 
about 100 varieties experimented upon. 
He found that many samples sub­
mitted were mixed with the softer 
wheats.
