- ALD. CAMPBELL AND THE HOS­
PITAL.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
I was warned that if I ventured to 

oppose Mr. Beck in this third-term as- 
pirations, the old hospital disputes, of 
which we have fortunately heard very 
little lately, would be dragged in, and 
worked for all they were worth against 
me. It seems that course may be pur­
sued. I kept out of these disputes before: 
I have no desire to be a party to them 
now. I said nothing about the internal 
affairs of the hospital Wednesday night. 
I did say that an institution that costs 
$50,000 a year, on which the citv owes 
more than $100,000, and which adds a 
mill and a half to our tax rate each year, 
was an expensive concern, and requires 
careful financial management. In my 
apparently unnecessary desire to be fair 
I did not charge Mr. Beck with being 
responsible for the hospital expenditures. 
But when I further said that I was in 
favor of the hospital being for the people, 
Mr. Beek's retort was that I had signed 
some petition to the hospital trust. And 
the inference is suggested that I want 
to give all the poor patients in charge of 
the hospital staff. The inference is cer­
tainly unfair. The object of the petition, 
no matter how it was worded, was 
simply to give the members of the hos­
pital staff who were connected with the 
college, half of the year's service. Of 
course, I signed that petition, because 
when the college men wanted seven
