Why America
Laughs at Salem

[By Special Arrangement With
the Winnipeg Telegram.]

An outburst of Gargantuan laughter has
gone up from educated America at the
expense of the queer old town of Salem,

Massachusetts, The occasion of this
laughter has been the stout protests of
Salemites against harboring the statue
of Nathaniel Hawthorne. We can imag-
ine how proud Boston or New York would
be 'to be distinguished as the birthplace of
the greatest American novelist, but the
old New Tngland seaport still cherishes
a deep-rooted dislike for its illustrious
son. This strange new illustration of the
old adage that a prophet Is not without
honor save in his own country, is due not
S0 much to the quality and content of
Hawthorne's literary productions, as t0 an
inherited memory of dislike to the man
himsel?. It is true that Hawthorne made
some sarcastic comments on Salem char-
acters and characteristics in the introduc-
tion to ‘“The Scarlet Letter,” but that
is not the source of the Present renun-
ciation of the honor of having a statue of
Hawthorne on the village green. If the
Salemites really looked into Hawthorne's
pages they might have a greater respect
for him, but they detest him because
their grandfathers told them that he was
an ‘‘odd fish,” and because he consorted
with ‘“‘low people.”’ A well-informed
Salemite, Peabody by name, has painted
the novelist in this ocontemptuous sen-
tence: ‘“‘Hawthorne wag an idler, a loafer,
a lounger.”’

It must be confessed that iruth is on
the stde of these narrow-minded Salem-
ites. When their grandfathers wereo go-
ing about their business, Hawthorne was
lounging about the town. After he grad-
uated from Bowdoin Cellege in 1825, Haw-
thorne returned to Salem, and for twelve
years shared the scanty income of his
mother ard sisters. He pursued no trade;
he toiled not in the manner of the Salem-
ites: neither did he spin. He read desul-
tory books, took long nocturnal and day-
time rambles, gave himself over to dreams
and tried to write stories about human
life. In 1837 he wrote to Longfellow, who
had been a classmate at college, “I have
another great difficulty in the lack of
material: for 1 have seen so little of the
world that I have nothing but thin air to
concoct my stories of.”

It was during these years of aimless
exlstence that the goed citlzens of Salem
took such a hearty dislike to the college-
bred youth. And it was this long period
of abnormal, melancholy existence which
had such a bad effect on Hawthorne's
health, and cast such a twilight upon his
soul that he has been rightly called the
American Hamilet. Ultimately Haw-
thorne's friends commanded enough po-
litical influence to have him appointed sur-
veyor of the port of Salem. And although
this is only a fancy of my own, perhaps
some of the inherited resentment now
being displayed Salem is an echo of
the indignation with which the grand-
fathers must have received the news of
that appointment. To have seen this
visionary, impractical lounger lifted into
a government job in their own town must
have been a bitter pill for those old Neow
Englanders to swallow, and the bad taste
of it st!ll puckers the mouths of their
descendants.
