fact. Mr. Ford has his own theory
of education. 1 have never heard him
express any regret over his own lim-
ited opportunities.

i It is possible that an untrained
yman, in attempting that which a
trained and cautious man would not,
may stumble upon things, make dis-
coveries the trained man would not
be likely to make. The fools who
rush in where angels fear to tread
are at least in possession of some
experience, if not some facts, en-
tirely unknown to the angels.

A man may be a very ignorant
man from the college student’s point
. of view, and still be a very wise man.
It is not that a man is ignorant of
the things that are taught in the
schools that counts against him, but
rather being ignorant of these things
| he sometimes suffers on account of
{ his lack of knowledge of his own lim-
itations. If Henry Ford knew his
limitations he undoubtedly would not
have attempted some things which
have impaired his reputation. How-
ever, I am inclined to think that it is

to college. Now and then an original
mind escapes the suppression of its
originality by cenventional train-
ing. I am sure that many parsons
would have better mental light and
ventilation if they had not had the
windows of their minds filled up with
stained glass in theological seminar-
jes. I have met men who, I am sure,
are more interesting for having
grown up without scholarly inhibi-
tions. In the case of Henry Ford,
hewever, I am inclined to believe that
:the gains would have more than off-
set the losses.

Ford’s Reading Limited.

There is one peculiar danger to
which men of wealth untrained in
the scholastic sense are exposed-——
the danger of assuming that be-
cause they have made a great sue-
cess and shown exceptional ability
in one field of action, therefore
their opinfons are of equal weight
in all others. It does not follow, be-
cause a man has worked up from a
road president, that he is a final
authority on bectles and butterflies.
It does not follow because a man
without training has made impor:-
ant scientific and mechanical dis-
coveries that he has the last word
to say on religion and philosophy.
Mr. Ford now and then enters fields
of action for which he has not the
special fitness that distinguishes him
in his own particular field. But it
is human to desire a, wider scope for
the exercise of our faculties. Even
parsons in some instances feel pe-
culiarly fitted to give big business-
men a lot of advice,

Mr. Ford is not an {lliterate man
that some have maliciously tried to
make him out. His reading is limited,
but he reads—not the heavy tomes
of history, - philosophy, political
science, and the like, hut what for
the want of a better name I would
call the life books. He once gave
me a volume in which he had in-
scribed his name. He gave it to me,
he said, because he considered it
one of the greatest books he had ever
read. It was Drummond’'s “Greatest
Thing in the World.” One Sunday
afternoon I found him curled up on
the sofa reading Emerson.

“How do you like him?” he was
asked. “Oh,” he replied with a
ciiuckle, “Emerson is a pup.”

“Why a pup?”

“Well,” he said. “I just get com-
fortably settled down to the reading
of him when he uses a word I do not
understand, and that makes me get up
and look for a dictionary.”

His Favorite Theme,

The law of compensation—whether
he got the idea from Emerson or not,
I do not know—is a favorite theme
with him. Faith and optimism are
also favorite subjects. He frequently
repeats St. Paul's definition of faith.
And faith and optimism in business
have certainly figured in his success.

London, Nov. 27.—William T. Cos-
grove, president of the Dail Eireann,
discussing what the Dublin corre-
spondent of The Daily Mail describes
as “the new phase of government by
application of the iron hand,” said
today that the execution of Erskine
Childers was inevitable, and added:

“I fear there will be many more.

We do not want these executions,
and ' would give anything to avoid
them, but there is no other course
open. We have tried to find other
ways, but there is none. The only
people who can stop them are the
irregulars themselves.

“If they surrender their arms exe-
cutions will cease. If they come only
five minutes before any execution
and say that they will surrender, I
will gladly reprieve the condemned.
‘We only seek the peace and prosper-
ity of Ireland; executions are a de-
terrent, not a punishment.

“If I am shot, as many of my col-
leagues have been shot, it will make
no difference. There are others ready
to take our places.”

As Kemalists Ban Liquor From City

Adrianople, Nov. 27.—The estab-
lishment of absolute prohibition was
the first measure of the Turks upon

their entry into this city last Friday.

The measure, promulgated soon
after the arrival of General Tahir
Bey, th® new governor, impressed the
population very disagreeably but in-
asmuch as it had been anticipated,
all liquor had disappeared from the
shops and restaurants shortly before

! the Kemalists came.

The grand dinner in honor of the
restoration of Turkish sovereignty
was a thoroughly dry affair. One
hundred and fifty covers were set.
The various dishes were labelled
with patriotic names—for example
there was ‘refugee” soup, “national
pact” meat and “Turkish sovereign-
ty dessert.”

A vast throng of veiled Turkish
women thronged out of the city td
greet the Kemalists, shouting:
“Long live Kemal!” Fifteen trium-
phal arches were erected along the
route of the Turks, bearing such in-
scriptions as “The Truk seizes his
rights by his own strength.”

Calves and goats, decked with
flowers, were slaughtered before each
arch as sacriiices of thanks to Allah.
As the Turks entered the city, an-
cient religious canticles were chanted
from the tops of minarets and
mosques, and in the evening the
women, contrary to all customs,
promenaded until a late hour through
the brilliantly illuminated streets.

Tahir Bey has issued a proclama-
tion, asserting the sovereignty of
Turkey  throughout all Eastern
Thrace.

“Mail Order Bride” Deceived Him

South Bend, Ind., Nov. 27.—Pro-
fessor John Tiernan jilted his “mail
order” bride today and went back
to his first and legal wife, Augusta
Tiernan. Tiernan’'s second wife, Mrs.
