What may be termed the re-
taliatory clause of the proviso is
that which empowers the Presi-
dent to suspend- by proclamation
the provisions of this act provid-
ing for the free introduction of coffee
tea, tonquin or tonka beans and vanilla
beans coming from any country which
imposes duties upon products of the
United States, which he may deem to be
reciprocally unequal and unreasonable.
The rates which he may thus impose
are: On coffee, 3 cents per pound; on
tea, 10 cents per pound; on tonka
beans, 5 cents per pound; on vanilla
beans, $2 per pound. The presi-
dent is required to act within
two vears in securing these reciprocal
treaties, and they are to be submitted
to the senate for its ratification. Articles
are to be reduced to the extent of 20 per
cent. in these treaties, and the presi-
dent is specifically authorized to enter
into negotiations which will place these
articles on the free list for an expressed
period of five years,

The senate amendment providing for
a tax on stocks and bonds was striken
out.

SEALS IN NO DANGER.

LoxpoN, July 19.—In the House of
Commons to-day Hon. George Curzon,
under secretary for foreign affairs, reply-
ing to Mr. Davitt, said that the govern-
ment was convinced that seals in Behr-
ing Sea are in no immediate danger at
present. The British government had
declined, he added, the request of the
United States for a conference to consid-
er some adequate regulations to prevent
the extermination of seals, as such a
conference would be premature until ex-
perts now engaged in making investiga-
tions could make their report.

The ambassa~
dors stated that they will suspend peace
negotiations and refer the whole matter
to their respective governments with a
view to adopting coercive measures.
LoxpoN, July 19.—The Daily Tele-
graph’s Vienna correspondent learns
from a trustworthy source that the Brit-
ish government has demanded the im-
mediate coercion of Turkey. Russis,
on the other hand; has declared that the
moment for. coercion has not arrived,
and that the situation must not be com-
plicated. Germany, the correspondent
says, has concurred in this view.

ERLIN, July 19.—According tos?u’nl
dispatches received here, Emperor Nich-
olag has telegraphed the Sultan demand-
ing the immediate evacuation of Thee-
\saly, he threatening that otherwise Ruas-
sian troops will cross the Turkish iren-
tier. Itis paid here semi-officially to-
day that all the powers except
Britain have consented to this course.
