' THE WORLD'S CIGAR BILL

.| Immense  Sum ']:‘h:t—Annnﬂ& Aacendl

in Tobacco Smdke, s
London Tit-Bits. é
Probably neither the' youth who de-
rives a doubttuf solace from the myster-
ies of a twopenny cigar, nor the connois-
seur who blows fragrant wreaths of
smoke from a cigar which costs him haif
a guinea, has any couception of the im-
‘mensity and cost of the cloud of cigar
smoke he is helping to swell.

It 4s estimated thit the world con-
sumes yearly no fewer than 12,000,000,
000 cigars, a quantity which would ad-
mit of a generous distribution of eight ci-
gars to each man, woman and child
throughout the entire world; or an allow-
ance of three boxes to eaclt’ inhabitant of
the United A 3 ;
-Although each cigar, whether it cos
a penny or a pound, weighs only about
one-fifth of an ounce, the aggregate ci-
gars smoked every year turn the scale
at 53,672 tons. Picture for a moment
an enormous pair of scales, each pan
of which has an area of 42 acres, or
more than half the area ot St. James
park. 4

Let us place in one of these pans our
millions of boxes of cigars, and in the
other pan let us mass the entire popula-
tion of Manchester and Birmingham. To
these let us add all the ministers of re-
ligion and all the doctors in the United
Kingdom, ‘and let us add, by way of
make-weight, all the lawyers in Great
Britain and Ireland. It will only be
when the last of the men of law has
taken his place, with his 1,500,000 fel-
lows, that the scales will begin to turn.

To carry away our mountain of cigars,
every man in the British (regular) army
would have to make five separate jour-
neys, carrying 100 boxes each journey;
rand even all the horses and mules in
our army, at home and. abroad, would
have to make two journeys each to ac-
complish a similar task,

To transport our cigars by rail we
should require sixty pewertul engines
and 5357 trucks, each carrying a weight
of ten tons; and our cigar train would
reach from Waterloo Staticn to Staines,
a distance of 19 miles.

If our cigars were divided equally
among all- the smokers of the United
Kingdom, each mun’s share would be
represented by a pile of boxes 8 feet
high, or more than 2 feet taller than
himself.

If with our boxes of cigars we would
aise a monument to “Nicotia,” we should
be able to make a rectangular column
100 feet square and 1,000 feet high,
from the top of which we ‘could look
down on the apex of Lliffe] tower. We
might, similarly, by piling our boxes one
on another, make 2543 columns, each as
high as Mout Blanc; or, one column,
roughly three miles high, for every smok-
er in Surbiton.

By using our boxes as paving material,
we couid pave a road 111 feet wide,
along which eeven men « could walk
abreast @]l the way from Charing Cross
to Constantinople,

If we place the individual cigars end
to -end, we can make from them ten
cigars so long that they might be lit in
Cheapside and smoked by the “man in
the moon,” assumfng that He has a
weakness for cigars and thg courage to
attempt one of such proportions, At the
ordinary trate of consumption, it would
‘take our lunar smoker no less than 214,-

274 years to smoke one of his ten ci-

gars, vix B

The aggregate time spent yearly in con-
verting these millions of cigars into
smoke-clouds is no less than 2,142,740
years; so that if at the creation it had
been possible for 363 men to commence
smoking a single year’s supply of - ci-
gars, and to continuc night and day for
fifty-nine centuries and more, their task
would scarcely be completed by the end
of  this century; by which time their
fhu'st would be something abnormal, and
it would scarcely be prudent to mention
the word “cigar” anywhere within hear-
ing,

If it were possible to fashion out 12,-
000,000,000 cigars into one Brobdingnag-
lan cigar, the resultant cigar would be
1,000 feet long, and 100 feét in diameter.
It rearcd on end it would rise almost
five times as high. as the London monu-
ment, and sixty men could scarcely
clasp hands around its “waist.”

_The estimated cost of this levethian
cigar would be approximately £100,000,-
000; and to pay for it would almost ex-
haust our entire national revenue for a
year, leaving little more than would pay
for the necessary matches and  ash-
trays.

Its cost would be the weight of 176,-
064,000 ordinary cigars in gold, or the
equivalent of a pile of cigar boxes as
hlgh as the Great Pyramid, with a base
25 feet long and 200 feet wide.

In this connection it is startlfhg to
know that some cigars actually cost
more thzu_l their own weight in gold—
a fact which even their smokers possibly
doEnot reglize.

very day the world spends nearl
£274,000 on cigar smoke: every hou{'
£11,415, and every second the sum of
£3 3s 5d,. while the number of cigars
smoked in a second if fifteen more than
there are days in a year.

.Thus_the amount spent every day on
cigars 1s more than the average output
of gold from all the world’s mines in
three and a third years. It would pay
for all the meat consumed in a year in
Great Britain and Ireland, and still
leave a margin of £10,000,000 on the es-
timated sum raised yearly in the United
Kilégdomldtor charities,

It would equally pay the entire foo
bill of Ireland t({r?fonr years; woulg
keep our home and forei 8sions. go-
ing on their present- footing for forty
years, and is equal in amount to' the
entire sum . raised by the Church of
England for all purposes in thirty
years.

Enormous as is the sum thus spent an-
nually on .cigars, it is less than two-
thirds of the amount spent bysthe United
Kingdom on intoxicants, and much less
(t’haxlx)e half the world’s yearly expenditure
n beer,

LETTER FROM W. H., LANGLRY,

C. H. Topp, Hsq., City Engineer:

Dear Sir: As it Is my intention to lay
a concrete sidewalk in front of the buildé
ing. situate on lot 170, and known as 6l
Government street, owned by Mrs. M. R,
Bell, I desire to have the permission of the
proper authorities to remove the present
plank sidewalk. This sidewalk will be laid
under the supervision of W. G. Luker, who
has tendered for the work at $80, or 20
cents per square foot, and I understand that
the city will pay one-third of the cost.
Kindly let me hear from you as soon as
possible, so that I can instruct Mr. Luker
to start work early next week.
