Belief That Neither Rebels Nor
Government Will Injure
Colon,

Triple Alliance Not Acting Jointly
In South American
Waters.

Fierce Fighting Reported at Em-
pire Station—Both Sides
Lose Heavily.

Colon, Nov. 25.—An armed guard of
the marines from the United States bat-
tleship Iowa has re-established transit

. across the Isthmus and details from
the Iowa marines are now protecting
each passenger train. There has been
fierce fighting at Empire station on the
railroad line between Panama and Colon
between the insurgents and the troops
of the Colombian government with very
heavy loss on both sides.

‘Washington, D. C., Nov. 25.—It is
-pretty well understood” here that there
is to be no bombardment of Colon by
ecither side. While Commander Me-
Crea was given wide discretionary pow-
ers and nothing was said to him about
stopping the bombardment directly, nev-
ertheless the State department estab-
lished a precedent in these matters last
year when it instructed Mr. Gudger to

warn some insurgents at Panama that|

they would not be allowed to bombard
that port. If the government troops on
the Pinzon should persist in their pur-
pose, it is said that the commanders of
the various warships at Colon would
require that ample time be allowed for
the withdrawal from the town of all
foreigners, and the attacking force to
escape restraint would be obliged to
.direct their bombardment with such
rare precision as to destroy the insur-
_gent defences without harming the rail-
road property and even without en-
dangering the passage of trains, condi-
tions probably not to be met.

The secretary of the navy today cabled
Captair Perry of the Iowa to assume
full command of all the United States
naval forces on both sides of the Isth-
mus in order to insure harmonious op-
.erations. Consul-General Gudger’s Tast

The Liberals at
“Colon declare the majority of the men
killed on the line to be Conservative
troops, and that the rebels are still in
force along the railroad. Three hun-
dred of the Iowa’s marines were landed
at half-past four yesterday afternoon at
Panama to protect the property of the
wailroad, and to ipsure the continuance
of transit across the Isthmus. * It is es-
timated the Conservative government
ihas 400 men at Panama.

. Manila, Nov. 25.—Second Lieut. Louis
J. van Schaick, of the Fourth Infantry,
while ‘scouting with a few men of that
regiment, met 150 insurgents who had
attacked and sacked the hamlets of Si-
arca, near Cavite. Upon coming up to
the Filipinos, van Schaick ordered his
men  to charge them. The command
was obeyed and van [Schaick being
mounted reached the insurgents 60
yards in advance of his men. [He kill-
ed three of them with his revolver. An
insurgent fired his rifie point blank at
van Schaick at four paces, but missed.
Lieut. van [Schaick was then kpoeked
from his horse. He.jumped to his feet
and engaged in a hand-to-hand conflict
with the enemy, using the butt of his
revolver. He sustained two severe
wounds, onme of which nearly gevered
his wrist. At this point the lieutenant's
men arrived, rescued him and put tl_le
insurgents to flight. Van Schaick is in
the military hospital at Manila and is
doing well.  He had already been re-
commended for a medal of honor for
bravery in a previous engagement. Gen.
Hughes, commander of the (}epartment
at Visayes, reports that negotiations are
about completed for the surrender of the
insurgent leader Samson, on Bohol is-
land. This surrender will doubtless end
the revolution against the .American
authorities in Bohol, as Sampson is ac-
knowledged to be the chief insurgent
leader there.
