. Reeent Investigation by Physicians of the

Hawalian Esiands.
From the San Franeisco Bulletin.

A gentleman recently arrived from the |
Huuﬁm islands states that for the first
time in the history of the islandé the
whites have become thoroughly excited
over the subject of leprosy. The diq‘euo
is incrensing rapidly, lepers being ‘fre-
quently seen on ‘H:e streets of Honoluln,
and in all the early stages of the disease.
The rgeneral opinion has been’ that the
tliseasé is not contagious, but of late those
who have closely studied the matter
are coming to another conclusion. One
of the beliefs-is that no American or Euro-
pean of the brunette type can contract the
disease, for no case has been known among
them. Among the fair-haired Scandin-
nvians, however, the leprosy is prevalent,
not only at the isiands, but in their native
country, This fact hu led to the-belief
that the disease is first engendered by
climatic conditions, the sanitary congdition
of the surroundings and the cha r of
the food eaten. It is a curious fact that
the children of lepers often do not develos
‘the disease, while their children do; an

lin families where there has never been

leprosy some of the children become lepers,
It will bg remembered that 3 white child
suffering from leprosy was brought to this
city from the islands some time ago, and
recently died. She was omer of three
children, all of whom had the diséase, con-
tracted, it is believed, through vaccination.
The physiclnns on 'che islands have been
giving careful study to the subject. and it
is velieved that they have discovered the
microbe. At any rate, experiments are
being made with something that has been
discovered, and an effort has been made to
cultivate the microbs, that vaccination
for leprosy may be practiced. ~ An experi-
ment is now being tried in the caseof a
condemned criminal, who has been inocu-
lated, and whose case will be carefully
studied, in the hope that something
definite may be learned concerning the
dread disease, So much attention has
been given to the subject in Honorlulu,
and ‘the disease is spreading so fast, that
the white popalation, as above stated, has
become aroused to the necessity for doing
something to protect themselves.
