heavy crop, barley a fair average, peas a 
half crop, while oats are reported badly 
rusted. All grains are heavy in the straw, 
badly laid in many sections by rain and 
wind and difficult to harvest. Potatoes 
look well, as do all roots. Small fruits are 
abundant; plums, pears and peaches not 
near the usual yield, and apples, owing to 
frost, will not be more than a half crop.
