NICARAGUA WILLING T0 PAY

IF GIVEN FIFTEEN DAYS TO RAISE
THIE $75,000. -

A Rebellion Against the Government Im-
. minent and United States Warships
Ordered to Greytowm — Corinto Port
Closed-A Settlement Expected in 48
Hours—Honduras May Be the Next.

London, April 29.—A Managua despatch
says: “At a laté hour thi evening
President Zelaya received a telegram
from Washington, stating that Great
Britain would withdraw her ships from
Corinto, and give Nicaragua 16.days in
which to pay the $75,000 smart money
if such a’proposition would be accepted
by the Nicaraguans. The despatch also
states that so far as the remaining con-

they would be so modified as to meet
the objections of Nicaragua. It is un-
derstood that these positions are the
result of the efforts of the United States
to -bring about a settlement s the
pending  difficulty in a manner alike
honorable to both countries. Upon
the receipt of the despatch President
Zelaya at once held an audience with
bis principal advisers, and a reply will
probably be made within a few hours.
President Zelaya, it is believed, will be
disposed to accept the terms outlined
in the despatch. It will, however, re-
quire careful copsideration owing to the
intense hostility which exists against the
British Government and the willing-
ness on the part of some of the people
to continue the struggle indefinitely.

A Rebellion Brewing.

New York, April 29.—The
Corinto news says the Opposition is
taking advantage of the uneasiness to
foment a rebellion against the Admin-
istration, and the Government is taking
steps to mip it in the bud.

Rogoberto Cabezas, Governor of - the
Mosquito territory, has been recalled,
but he refuses to surrender his author-
ity. reneral Augustine Duarte, the
new Governor, leaves to-day with a
large number of men.

Business at Corinto is paralyzed. The
customs house and the postoffice both
remain clqsed.

It is said ‘that the British Consul at
Managua has been handed his passport.

The English appear to be puzzled how
to act. There is reason to believe that
they will retaliate for the closing of the
port of Corinto by blockading San Juan
Del Sur, Greytown and Bluefields.

The running of all trains is suspend-
ed, and Corinto is practically in a state
of siege. No ome is allowed to bring
provisions into the neighborhood, and
supplies are running short.

The British are organizing their gov-
ernment. An officer of the cruiser Royal
Arthur says that the next two ‘days
will decide whether the British will oec-
cupy more territory, including Passo
De Caballos, or withdraw = altogether,
as important telegrams are expected
tfrom England.

Oflicial Announcement in thé House.

Io_m‘lon, April 29.—Sir Edward Grey,
Parliamentary Secretary for Foreign
Affairs, announced in the House
of Commons to-day that the Government
bad recejved despaiches from Rear Ad-
miral Stephenson -at Corinto eonveying
information that that port had béen oc-
cupied by the British on April 27, and
that no opposition to its occupation had
been made by the Nicaraguans. The de-
spatches also stated that upon the landing
of the British forces of sailors the Ni-
caraguan authorities withdrew from "the
town. To this announcement Sir Edward
added the statemient that care had been
taken that British trade with Nicara-
gua should not be placed at the slight-
est disadvantage. :

A4 BRREACH OF FAITH.
Nicaragua Declined to Carry Out Her
Agreement.

London, April 29.—A despatch fromi
Paris to The Westminster Gazette says
Thomas F. Bayard, United States Am-
bassador to England, advised the Bri-
tish Foreign Qffice that Nicaragua
would pay the indemmity demanded if
she were given a fortnight’s extension
of time in which to do so. Lord Kim-
berley agreed to grant the extension,
presuming that Secretary Gresham was
acting on behalf of Nicaragua. At the
last moment Nicaragua refused to
carry out the arrtangement, thus dis-
closing the fact that she had secured
the mediation of the United. States
solely for the purpose of delay.

U.,5. GUNBO <18 ORDERED OUT,
Stationed at Nicaragua Ports in Readiness
for the Revolt.

Washington April 29.—After several
Conferences to-day between Secretary
Gresham and Secretary Herbert, the Se-
cretary of the Navy sent despatches to
the commanders of the United States
gunboats Alert and Atlanta, directing
them to proceed without delay to San
Juan del Sur and Greytown, Nicaragua,
regpectively. The Alert is at Panama,
and will be in about 1 1-2 days in San
Juan dsl Sur, which is the ¢able station
nearest to Corinto, situated about 100
miles below that port. The Atlanta is
at Key West, and can make the distance
of 750 miles from that place to Grey -
town in 2 1-2 days.

When Secretary Herbert was asked the
significance of these orders he answered :
“The newspapers say that a revolution
is probable in Nicaragua. They state
that the people are very much dissatis-
Lfied with the course of the Government
and are likely to attempt to overthrow
it. In order to protect the interests of
American citizens there their lives and
property, and following the policy always
pursued in such contingencies I have sent
the Alert to San Juan del Sur, and the
Atlanta to Greytown. In addition to
these vessels the Montgomery, now at
Mobile, will sail on May 7 for Grey-
town, conveying the Nicaraguan Canal
Uommission to that place. The Mont-
erey, which has sailed for Panama, will
remain at Panama for the present.
