Refusal or neglect to make
thése reports within the specified
time will subject the person or per-
sons 80 neglecting or refusing, to a
penalty of $20 and costs. Officers
administering the Act have been in-
structed to strictly enforce its re-
quirements on all who fail to comply
with its provisions. The publishing
of such notices is not sufficient. The
Clerk of the municipality must also
be notified.
