When the Loyalists landed in 1783,
they report that a forty foot pole would
not reach the bottom of the bog in
what i8 now known as the Market
Square;and the woods were so thick on
the present Kings Square that it took
one of them twelve hours to find his
cow. How changed all this soon became
under the axe of the hardy Loyalists,
and a town began to spring up about
them, which had increased, up to the
time of the dreadful fire of the 20th
inst., to 50,000 inhabitants, including
the town of Portland.

SCENES ON THE STREETS,

It was heartrending to witness sick,
infirm and aged persons being dmgged
through the streets in search of a place
of safety, which it was very diffioult to
find. Women and children wept freely
and even full-grown men could not ' re-
strain their emotions. Streams of
blood, the result of injuries, marked the
faces of several men, and others had re-
ceived bruises and maimed in varions
ways. Many men and women might
be seen, utterly exhausted, with the fa-
tigue and ;heat which became unsuffer-
able, drnL.g,mg bedding, pieces of furni-
ture, and other articles through the
streets, a vain task in many’ cases, as
the new places of refuge sought out
often proved as unsafe as those that
were deserted.

THE BQUARES.

Queen and King squares and other
spaces were speedily piled with bed-
ing, chairs, tables, and other valuables.
Then women and children gathered at
the same spots, partly to try and watch

over their property, and partly because

they knew no other place of satety.
The burning of the bell tower, the
flight of cinders in all directions, and
the danger of its falling on those who
were near it, groduced an unpleasant
sensation on the square, After the tow-
er had been burnt to the ground the

danger passed away.

AL ARMING NEWS,

It was somewhat disheartening to the
band of workers, to learn that a build-
ing on Main street, a mile away, had

caught fire from the cinders that were

As it was learned that this fire was
speading, north, south, east and west—
to Germain, Charlotte, "Duke and Horse-
field streets. Not an engine to be had
and .everything going down before the
unrelenting fire. A building on Char-
lotte street had hardly become a prey
to the flames when others on either
side followed suit, In halfan hour all
but the Germain street side of the
square was in ashes.

THE VICTORIA HOTEL AND ST,
CHURCH
were in great danger, and the hotel
guests, as well as the employes, began
to make preparations for seeking new
quarters. But where they were to go
could be more easily asked than an-
swered. Should the house:take fire, as
it was quite evident it would, there
would hardly be any safety on that
street, and as the destroying element
was pursuing a south-west course, their
only alternative was to seek refuge in
King's square. Very little time was
given them to collect their valuables,
and in the majority of cases. had to
leave with a scanty wardrope. About
the same time, St. Andrews Church
took fire and it did not stand long.

ALONG MILL AND DOCK STREETS.

The buxldm§s at the southern corner
of Dock and Union streets, and on the
oppusite corner, caught almost simul-
taneously. To say that the fire raged
fiercely here would but faintly deseribe
the terrible manner in which it kept
on, unheeding the streams of water di-
rected upon it, It also sped along the
western part of Mill street, crossing
over to the opposite side, and darting,
with lightning like rapidity, upon Mes-
srs. Rankine & Sons’ biscuit. manufaec-
tory, then followed onward towards

ANDREW'S

removing the goods to places. where they
might obtain temporary shelter, for a per-
manent abiding place was an impossibility.
A few unoccupivd houses in Portland were
quickly taken and those who were fortun-
ate enongh to possess - vacant apartments
in the city were besieged with applicants
for the rooms. It was hard in all cades to
refuse the urgent appeals from the unfor-
tunate people, and therc were frequent
cases of occupants of houses overcrowding
themselves in érder to afford acoommoda-
tions to the distressed.

RELIEF FOR THE SUFFERERE,

A meeting of the leading citizens of St.
John was held yesterday at the Court Honse
for the purpose of organizing for the relief
of the city. On motion of Mr, Marshall,
Mr. J. Ruel was called to the chayr, as the
mayor was unavoidably absent, C. Shin-
ner acted as secretary.

The attendance was large.. A commit-
tee was appointed, with full powers to act.
They at once telegraphed to Halifux for
soldicrs, with tents and rations for five
days. At this stage the mayor came in
and took the chair, The mayor and Com~
mon Council were then appointed a com-
mittee of management, with power to add
to their number.

Pursuant to adjournment, the citizen's
committee assembled in the Skating Rink
at 5 o'clock, mayor Earle in the chair. The
attendance was quite large, and the meet-
ing evinced the individual earnestness of
those present by its practical treatment of
the business for which it had been called.
No time was wasted in ‘speech.making or
useless regrets.

The first offerof agsistance was offered
by Alex. Gibson, who tendered for immed-
iate use 79 barrels of flour, 186 bLarrels of
cornmeal, 152 barngls of potatoes, 30 bar-
rels of herring, and 4,130 1bs. of pork. On
