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the Germans’ hundred — by sheer force of courage and
individual bravery . . . and with such losses. I thought
of these men as I stepped on the wharf at Newcastle,
and it seemed to me that every country lane in Eng-
land and every city street was hallowed by the unseen
presence of the glorious and unforgotten dead!
