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Ce fait sera toujours frais dans la mémoire de ceux qui en furent les
témoins,

Les symptdmes prémoniteurs ainsi que les symptdmes caractéristiques
de la premiére période, paraissent prouver incontestablement, que Des-
tomac est le sibge primitif de cette maladie, et que la plupart des symptd-
mes ne sont que consécutifs.

La respiration ne s’embarasse que lorsque la seconde période est fort
avancée ; la congestion cérébrale ne se fait jamais remarquer durant
la premiére et la seconde période, c’est-a-dire, une congestion purement
locale, indépendante de cette congestion générale, qui caractérise la
seconde période, dans un état avancé ; ce n’est que dans des cas ex-
ceptionnels, rares, chez des individus qui y sont naturellement prédis-
posés, que dans le début de la maladie, elle peut avoir lieu, par métas-
tase sur le cerveau.

Drailleurs, si la congestion existait primitivement, ne serait-elle pas
accompagnée de ses symptdmes concomitants ! Quoique provenant de
la méme cause, dés son existence premitre, n’occasionnerait-clle pas &
la vérité, une maladie de genre différent ?

J’appellerai ces cas exceptionels.

ART. XLVIL.—Cases in Practical Medicine. By A. H Davm,

Diarrhea successfully treated by Sulphuric Acid, — Although
Sulphuric Acid was recommended in passive diarrhea, by the late
Anthony Todd Thompson,in the Edition of his Dispensatory, pub-
lished in 1837. T believe attention was only directed to it some
twelve ar fifteen months ago, by a writer in one of the Medical Periodi-
cals; and according to received notions, no remedy would be less like-
ly to check an attack of this disease, for the state of the tongue the
sour taste in the mouth, and the acid matters rejected from the stomach,
would seem to contra-indicate its use, and few practitioners venture to
have recourse to any other remedies than the old ones of calomel and
opium, or astringents and absorbents; which correct the acidity of the
Prime vie and improve the character of the secretions. I am induced
to relate a few cases cured by this remedy, as I believe it will be found
to be very efficacious in the treatment of this often troublesome disease.

Case 1st. James McCrae, aged 42, labourer, after exposure to wet,
was attacked during the night of 22d June, with diarrhooa, succeeded
after & time with severe griping pains in his bowels, accompanied with
