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press command of our Lord, his own ex- !
ample and that of the Apostles, shew that
a first duty of the Christian church is to |
hold torth the werd of life to all around
her. No church which negleets this or |
cmploys it merely as sccondary to some
other ageney, can expect to enjoy the
Master’s presence and  blessing.  Home
missions should thercfore be dear to us as
they were to our Lovd and to him who had
continual heaviness of heact for his breth- |
ven after the flest who were living without
Christ. As Clristian men and patriots, l
we should sustain them. Our contribu-
tons should support, and our prayers
should follow the men who go forth to .
preach to_the dispersed on the sea shore, |
and to those who dwell solitary in the
wood. They should feel that they have
the church’s sympathies in their work of
faith and labour of love, and that many
hands and hearts are lifted up on their be-
haif. Let them feel that their work is
ours, and ours theirs, so that both he that
soweth and he that reapeth shall vejoice
together,  Qur fervent prayers may thus
vefresh them *“like a soft cool wind amid
the heat and burthen of the day.” They
not only may, but they will come hLack
upon us, and come down upon them as
showars which water the eacth, and as the
rain which falleth upon the sced which has
Jjust been sowed.

FIRST ANNUAL REPORT.

Ierk ViLLiGE, TrINiDAD,
Junuary 1, 1869,
To the Board of Foreiyn Missions, Presbyte-
rian Church Lower Provinces B, N. A.

After the letters which have been for-
warded during the yeav, and published in
the Record, itis conceived that it is only
necessary to make this report o statement
of facts.

We reached Trinided on the 3rd Jan.,
1868 While the premises were being re-
paired we remained in San Fernando, going
among the Coolies in the town and neigh-
bourhood during the week, and preaching-
at Jere village on Sabbath. = Feb. 20th—we-
removed to Jero village.

THE ENGLISI SPEAKING CONGREGATION

Consists of black and coloured people, and

u few planters and overeeers. There are

fiftcen communicants and two clders. We

held a prayer-meeting on Sabbath morning

at 6} o’clock—average attendance, 20. At

1 o’clock the Sunday School met,—attend-

ance, 26. The average attendance at Sun-

day School promised at one time to be-
much larger, but a number were Roman.
Catholics, and they all left at the command

of their conscience-keeper. At 2% o’clock

we met for public worship—attendance, 40.

On Thursday afternoons, at 4 o’clock, I

held o class for the religious instruction of
the children atiending the Ward school, at.
which there was an attendance of 20, A

prayer-meeting was held the same evening,

atiendance 22, There were four members

who took active partin the prayer-meet-

ings, and tke conduct of the communicants

was generally satisfactory.

THE COOLIE SCHOOL

Was opened in the beginning of March, and
kept up with scarcely any interraption tilli
