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Suppose you should propose to me a certain reward for a certain
piece of mechanism, I might belicve that it was you that promised it,
but § could not believe that 1 should reccive the reward unless the
mechanism was performed according to your stipulation.  But should
L agree to perform the labor required, I should anticipate the reward,
andrejoice inhope.  And is not this analogous to that saying. <“Not
every one who says to me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom ;
but he that does the will of my Father who is in heaven.” (Matt. vii.
21 ; Luke vi. 46. &e.)

Nothing, my dear sir, has induced me to trouble you with these
remarks, but a desire to cast in my mite, while the rich are casting
in of their abundance, for accelerating the general reign of our FLord
and King. In christian affection, I subscribe myself yours,
