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REecurar attendance at the meet-
ings of Presbytery is necessary for a
full zcquaintance with the work of
the Church.  Many of our ministers
and elders do not attend, not be-
cause they are indifferent to the wel-
fare of the Church, but for the reason
that their modest salaries cannot bear
the eapense. It has long been the
desire of Preshyiery 1o overcome
this difficulty, and at its last meeting
the question was considered of pro-
viding a fund to pay the trazelling
expenses. Al agreed that such a
fund should be provided, but there
xas a difference of opinion regarding
ways and means of mising the

amount. In the meantime it has
been referred to the Finanze Com-
mittee 1o report to the next meeting
of Preshytery.  We hope that some-
thing satisfactory may be offered.

It might help the Committee in
their work had they the sugze-t.ons
of the brethren to guide them.
