CEMENT.

Excess of water in a conciete mixture
1s bad practice, as only a fixed equivalent
of water can be chemically combined
with cement. The surplus water sitply
displaces so much ot the solid contents of
the mass and leaves voids after it has
evaporated. This makes the hardened
concrete porous so it will absorb moisture ;
this is a source of great weakness, as the
water.held in the interstices during frosty
weather expands, and thus the cement
begins to.show cracks or ather defects,
