1ste, Presbyterians, Baptists and Lutherans.
As an illustration of the manner in which
we are forging ahead in Jowa take the fol-
lowing : In five years in Mason City, a place
with a population of about 6000, the Dis-
ciples built up from nothing a congregation
of 680 communicants with a house of worship
worth $10,000.

In the Christian Oracle of April 15th,i
Allan Hickey says: ‘It may be helpful to
tho Disciples that intend to have Luster ser-,

vices to note that the Roman Catholic and
Episcopal churchcs of our city have been for
the last six weeks preparing for Easter by
keeping Lent, and that last Sunday the S,
Jubn Lutheran, Sixth Presbyterian and Pil-
grim Congrogational churches joined their
procession by holding Palm Sunday services.
It must be gratifying to the venerable Leo
X1II. to see so much of the Protestant world
turning and looking lovingly toward Rome
and learning her ways.”

It is not too soon for the brethren on P. E.
lsland to remember that the Association is
to meet with the church at Now Glasgow on
the Saturday before the second Lord’s day in
July. With the force of preuchers now on
the Island there iz no reason why this should
not be one of the most helpful meetings ever
held there. It would not be unwise for the
churches to plan someo co-operative work.
Activity in this direction will quicken the
life of the existing churches and no doubt
lead to the establishment of others.

F. D. Power of Wasghington says in the
Christian Standard. *The Southwest Church |
m this eity was born in an old but seven
months ago and now numbers one hundred
and twenty, with a school of ope hundred
and fifty, and in their hired hall in the third
story of a wheelwright shop, has an audience
of four hundred people.” It does seem as
thongh in many places in the East a hearty
welcome awaits our plea.  All that iy needed
is the men to sound out the old gospel in
these places. Bro. Power further says: “‘Put
ten men like W. J. Wright in the cities along
the Atlantic seaboard and sustain them for
five years and they will return you nota
hundred but a thousand fold.”

The last number of theChristian Messenger,
Toronto, is largely given over to home mis-
gions. It containg eleven short articles, dis-
cussing in a practical manuer almost every
phase of the subject. The Christian Stand-
ard of April 17th and The Christian Evan-
yelist of April 2204 also had symposiums on
the same subject. Wo will now wait expect-
antly. ‘There should be generous giving to
howe missions on the first Lord’s day in May.
The person who does pot believe in foreign
missiuns, but does 1n home missiong, now
bas his chance.  If he fails to take it, he will
excuse usif we conclude that he does not
believe in missions at all,

For several years the American Christian
Missionary Suciety has been aiding the work
in these parts, This year they are spending
here $550 and they would gladly spend more
it the funds would sllow. One condition
apon which this amount was given (and upon
which no doubt its continuance depends) is
that the churches in N. 8. and N. B take
up the annual collection for general home
missions, sending it to 13. L. Smith, Y. M.
C. A Building, Cincinnati, Ohio. The
churches in the States ave asked to make the
offering on the first Lord’ day in May. We
hope euach of our churches will some time in
this month make a liberal contribution to
this work and thus show siccere gratitude
