THE IRISH TROURLES.

‘Great Excitement im Oastlebar—-Crowds
Cheering aund Bemonstrating—Dispers
sion of the Mob—Brennan’s Seditioas
Speech—Brennan in Court.

DASTLEBAR, December 6.—On the removal
of Brennan to prison from the Court House
last night, great crowds, with blazing tar
barrels, followed the car in which he was
conveyed, cheering the prisoner and hooting
the police. The crowd stopped the car, but
it being well guarded, mo rescue was at-
tempted. Subsequently the police, by order
of the magistrate, seized the tar barrels. The
crowd dispeised precipitately. There was
areat excitement at Castlebar and neighbor-
hood,

Since the arrcsts, the Communistic deliver-
ances of the agitatorshave been the subject of
a very excited discussion in the journals, the
following extract from Davitt's Gurteen speech
having been republished anad variously com-
mented on and interproted. As a sample of
Irish Socialism, it is held to be very correct:
4Runt for land, under any circumstances, in
‘prosperous times or in bad times, was an in-
just, an immoral tax upon the industry of the
people. Landlordism was an open conspiracy
agninst the well-belng, prosperity and happi-
ness of the people, which ought to be crushed
by those who suffered in consequence of it.
The three thousand Irish landlords received
twenty millions annually, or half the net
-earnings of the &ix hundred theusand tenants,
without putting hand to work. That wae not
all; they spent nearly all that money in licen-
tious and voluptuous living in Lendon,
Paris, and elsewhere, thus draining the
country of her rosources. They were not
there to listen to any schemes of fixity of
tenure at falr rents with perlodical valuations.
That was fixity of landlordiem, of poverty, and
ot degradation. .They must have the land
owned by thetillers. . Let the people hold by
their land and,pay Tent only when they had &'
surplus after everything else, and could'afford
it, and labour on -unceasingly for free land
4ud liberty.?

Killen, who is Barrington lecturer on Poli-
tica) Economy, bad not, it is said, met Davitt
befors they met at the Gurteem meeting,
while they say they never spoke to each other
until they both found themsslves piisoners.
In contradictiocn of the statement that the
prisoners were harshly treated, it is remarked
that the thres parties first arrested thanked
Superintendent Mallon and his men at Sligo
Police Barracks for the great courtesy they
displayed while discharging their duty.

The charge against Killen, Davitt aud
Daly is that of « wickedly, maliciously, and
seditiously contriving and intending to dis-
turb the peace of the Queen, and to raise dis-
content and disaffection amongst the Queen's
subjects, and to promote feslings of ill.will
and hostility between different classes of such
subjects, and to excite such subjects to break
the law, and to attempt to procure, otherwise
than by lawful means, the alteration of cer-
tain lawe of the realm, to resist by violence
the enforcement of legal process of rights by
the same law established” That against
Brennan contains, in addition, the charge of
endeavoring to excite disaffection among and
seduce from their duty and allegiance certain
members of the Royal Irish Constabulary.
Brennan is about twenty-six years of age. He
has always taken a prominent part in Fenian
and other demonstrations, and he walked he-
hind the hearse at MacCarthy’s funeral. His
Balla speech bears a wonderful resemblance
to onc delivered by DMeagher in 1848, of
which, by some, it is said to be a plagiarism.

In the course of that violent and excited
speech he said: ¢ We are here to protest
agoninat the eviction and possible death of
nine of God's creatures, to protest against the
unconstitutional arrest of our leaders, who
are uow paying the penalty of their devotion
to the people's cause, and we are here to e-
clare oar determination te go on until victory
is secured—until that last trace of feudal
landlordism is swept from the country, The
English Government has come to the rescue
of that accursed institution, but cannot save
an old, crumbling edifice. Prison bars can-
not hide the light of God's eternal truth, and
though you and 1 may have to follow Mr.
Davitt and Mr. Daly the cause cannot be im-
prisoned.

THAT CAUSE MUST TRIUMPH.

Our lives belong to our country and to justice,
and we must consecrate them to the advance-
ment of that cause for which our friends are
suffering. I for one am not here to-day to
withdraw anything I have ever asid. And
whatever may be the words which Mr. Davitt
used at the Gurteen meeting, I here adopt
them, and if I knew them [ would repeat
them, for I believe in my soul that they are
the words of justice and of truth. 'The hoic
for the resolve and the act has arrived. The
spesch to-day is the indignation which I see
flashing from your eyes and the determination
which rests upon your browe, Think of the
poor man who lies in yonder cabin, the hot
fever darting wildly through his brain.
Think of the poor child, who, every time it
asks for o morsel of bread sends a pang far
sharper than a bayonet thrust through its
mother’s breast. Think of this and then
think of the victim. I wish the landlord
were here, that his ears might catch the cxe-
crations of the people. Think of him as he
enjoys all the luxuries of life,and pockets the
money which the sweat of that poor man has
wrought from the land. By what right must
the majority of mankind work and toii to sup-
port & few in idlenees? Think of the blast.
ing ruin spread, of the workhouses and the
emigrant ship ; think of starvatfon, death and
coffinless graves, and then tell me to-day will
you be true to the preaching of our friends?
Shail our generation witness such scenes as
those of 18477 Forbid it, Heaven! I
call on every one of you to-day to do every-
thing in your power to avoid it. Combine
that you may offer an unbroken front to the
common enemy. Surely if you are ever to be
earnest it is now, when your best and bravest
nre in prison; when liberty of speech is pro-
scribed in the land ; when the gaunt spectres
of famine and death are standing upon your
thresholds. I appeal to the men of the
Royal Irish Constabulary, are they content to
be the destroyers of their own kith and kin?
Look at & possible picture; look at your
own brother lying in yonder ditch, dead
and naked—the last garment sold to buy
a measure of meal for the poor child in
whose body the tooth of the lean dog is now
fastened. I say to the men of the Royal
Irish Constabulary, can you look on such
goenes, and, strong men as you are, do you
uot feel your knees tremble, and is there not
a curse gurgling in your throats? Now, Ire-
member that [n 1847, when called on to do
work similar to that with which you are
threatened, and when one of the force fired on
a crowd he found five minutes Jater that the
fatal bullet had lodged in the breast of the
mother who bore him. You are lrishmen;
and I doubt not that beneath many a
policeman's jacket a warm Irish heart
beats. Are you content, then, to be the
-destroyers of your own people, or would
you rather join and act with them and snatch
victory from denth and save the lives of the
people?  Asfor you, my friends, the crisis in
your great movement has arrived. Keep be-
fore your minds the great fact that the land
of Ireland belongsto the people of Ireland.
Follow the teaching of the apostles of your
creed, who are now its martyrs and its con-
fossors. We tell you what has been told you
from every platform in your country. We
tell you to pay no rent vntil you get a reagon-
able reduction. Wetell you to take noland
from which anotlier man has been evicted. And
should there be found so mean a wretch as
to take n farm from which another man has
been evicted, I say, go mark him well; hoot
him out from the society of men ag un un.
clean thing. Let no one be fonnd to buy or
gell .with him,and watch how tbe modern
Judas Lscariot will prosper. The loss of our
comrades throws new duties on us, and we

Loxpon, December 7.—John Bright writes
decliniog to urge the Government to adopt a
great scheme of expenditure for the relief
of the Irish, the results being uncertaip, but
he hopes something may be doue, if the land-
owners favour the drainage scheme. He says
that there need be no difticulty in carrying a
Parliamentary measure to aid them. He be-
lieves the whole land question requires hand-
ling by another Government stroug in Parlia-
ment, and stropgly sympathixing with Ire-
land. He recommends the Irish members to
unite with the Liberal party.

Another wable says the land agitation re-
ceived a severe blow in the County of Mayo
yesterday by the unconditional surrender of
a large body of tenants who hold farms from
Sir Roger Palmer. Three bhad demanded
twenty-five per cont reduction, but submitted
when served with legal processes. Rents are
now rapidly coming in. '

CABTLEBAR, December 7,—Thomeas Brennan
was interviewed at jail here yesterday. After
formalities the visitors were conducted along
geveral dark paseages, and finally, at the end
of one of these the turnkey opened a small
wooden door in a thick wall. On looking
through a pitce of perforated zinc, one could
see the face of the prisoner, who was confined
in the debtor's recom. He seemed cheerful
and even elated. Drennan is a slim young
faellow with & light moustache and pale
face. He stated that he expected his arrest
some time on the night before it actually
occurred ; he was followed home from the
theatre by detectives. He spoke thank-
fully of the good treatment he re-
ceived from the Governor. He is allowed
A reading lamp, two newspapers daily,
writing material and other conveniences,
which were not vouchsafed to the Sligo pri-
soners. 1le stated that be had intended to
defend himself, but his friends at Castlebar
bad engaged the gervices of the local counsel.
He firmly believed that Government arrested
him to prevent his attending the meeting at
Custlereagh, but he modestly remarked that
Government's action would not for & moment
retard the great land movement, which
would be migerable agitation indeed if it
were unable to bear the sacrifice of a few
men in prison, or, if necegsary, on the gal-
lows. He could not understand why he had
been arrested for his speech av Balla; he said
nothing seditious, for he had not used the
words of Daly and Kilien, but only those of
Davitt, which were merely a repetition of the
principles of John Stuart Mifl. Brennan in.
tended to repeat the identical words for which
he was arrested, at the firet opportunity. He
wished it to be distinctly understood that he
repudiated any conuection between land egi.
tation and the commission of outrages and
sending of the threatening letters, The land
agitators had no sympathy with such cow-
ardly intimidation. Their langunge wag con.
stitutional. 1f Gladstone had used in Ireland
such language ag he used in Scotland, he
would probably be in jail. With this the in.
terview ended. There is little or no general
interest at Castlebar regarding Brennan’s
presence there. If tha prisoner knew that
tuct, he would probably be much dissppointed.
Parnell and Davitt will arrive on Mondsy to
attend the investigation.

Many outrages have taken place iu the
County Mavo, which local correspondents of
Irish papers carefully suppress. The latest
occurred on Friday night, on one of the es-
tates of Sir Roger Palmer, whose agent a few
days ago, in expecting tenanta to pay their
rents, told them that all Sir Roger’s poorest
tenants paid, while only those who were well-
to-do refused. The result was tbat Widow
Murray, one of the poorest tenants, who was
supposed to be among those who bad paid,
bad a straw rick and stack of oats burned,
which were worth £10, and were equal to
nearly three years rent. Threatening letters
have been received constantly by landlords’
agents, but itis belfeved thatin the end most
rents will be paid.

New Yorx, December 6.—A Dublin de-
spatch says :—Arrangements are making for
a mouster meeting at Castlerea market place,
capable of holding sixty thousand persons.

The men wore
green sast es, rosettes and sprigs of green
in their hats. One delegation carried pikes
in their hands, with some smeared with
red paint to give them a blood-stained
look. The square was two-thirds full; be-
tween four and five thousand men were as-
sembled. As Mr. Purnell arrived on the plat-
form, the pikemen presented arms, and
clieered him. The band struck up a national
air, each company bearing a banner. One
was inscribed # Welcome to Parnell who is
not to be cowed by Whig or Tory.” Another
bore the legend, % God Save Ireland.” DMuar-
tin McDonnell presided; his speech was
mainly political. He asked the crowd in the
name of Gad not to let the G'Conaor Don
again represent them in Parliament. In fact,
an impartial observer could not help noticing
how much stress was laid on this point by ull
the speakers, giving an impreesion that the
meeting was aimed ns much at the Parlia-
mentary seats of Roscommon ag at landlord-
ism. A startling incident interrupted this
speaker, which nearty led to serious conse-
quences. Several sgitators, Davitt among
them, objected to allowing the Government
shorthand reporters to have a #eat on the
platform, A request made to that effect by
the Inspector of Constabulary was dec'ined
peremptorily, against, it should be atated,
the wishes of Mr. Parpell. The 3Jov-
ernment reporters, therefore, stationed
themselvea in close proximity undor
the protection of twenty armed members.
During McDonrell's speech, John Nally, a
Fenian from Balla, who was on the platform,
cried out to the crowd, « Shove thess report-
ers away ; shut them up.” The response wau
a yell, followed immediately by a rush. For
a moment it scemed a8 if the reporters and
constables would be swept off the ground,
but the latter raised their guns to their hips,
aod presented them to the people, who fell
back in confusion. For several moments Mr.
Parnell was trying his best to stop the tumult
Execrations were heard on all sides Yells
arose of “Curse tie spies,” &c. NMNr. Par-
nell said he had desired that the reporters
should come to the stand. The Inspector
replied that the Committee had refused. Mr.
Purnell guaranteed their safety on the stand
if the Constabulary would withdraw,  This
being doue the writers mounted the platform
amid the jeers of the crowd. A collision
woulid certainly bave occurred but for Mr,
Parnell's intervention.

It was
hardly necessary for him to say that he
deemed it the duty of every Irishman to lend
his help to the charitable and patriotic object
they had in view. Irrespectiveof creed or na-
tionality he considered it the duty of every
man to do what he could to alleviate the dis-
tress which was beginning to make itself
manifest in the old land. After a few ather
remarks in the same strain the worthy
gentleman sat down amidst applause.

Mr. M. P. Ryax, M.P., concurred with the
remarks made by the I'resident.

RUSSIAN AFFAIRS.

Depression of the Czar—a Gloomy KFeel-
ing Pervadivg the Court,

BrrLiy, December 6 ~—Newa of much im-
portance and significance has reached this
capital from St. Petersburg. The Czar is in
an extremely depressed mental condition.
The fits of melancholy which oppressed him
before his recent journey to Livadia have re-
turned, and he remaing for hours in & state of
profound introspection, refusing to converse,
rejecting food, and excluding from his
presence cvery one snve his inseparable
companisn and confidante. At intervals the
Czar makes eflforts to shake off the intelloc-
tual incubus which oppresses him, but these
attempts are only momentarily successful,
and he relapsesinto his former state. Advices
from Caunes state that the Empress i in a
similarly doplorable condition. The attend-
ants seck in vain to rouse her by cheerful con-
versation, and Invitationa to her to take part
in gocial and other amusements and diver-
sions, but the Empress, without manifesting
any dissatisfaction or displeasure, insists on
being left alone with her own thoughts.

Two arrests in connection with the at-
terpt on the life of the Crar near Moscow
have been made, but it is believed that these
are meraly perfunctary, and the real perpe-
trators of the deed and ramifications of the
plot have not been and will not be discovered.
The pres of this city speak in sarcastic terms
of the the attempts on the part of the Rus-
sian police to cover up the matter, and divest
it of palitical significance.

Sr. Petensuure, December 7.—It is rumor-
ed that Gen.Ignatieff will be sent as Ambas.
sador to the Court of Rome, as & counter-
demonstration to the Austro-German al-
liance.
