DustIN, May 5.—Since Monday lsst police-
men, emergency men and sub-sheriffs, to the
number of three hundred altogether, have buen
evicting thirty-five families, comprising about
one hundred aud twenty-five-persons, on Lord
Granard’s estate in Loopford.

THE EARTHQUAKE IN MEXICO.

WIHOLE VILLAGES DESTROYED AND MANY LIVES
LOST—A NEW VOLCANO,

Nouarus, Ariz., May 9.—The carhguake
last Tuesday created end havoc in the north-
ensterly portion of Sonora, Mexico. ‘Lnis por-
tion of tha State ia fgr from railrond or tele-
graphic communication. Thoe following des-
patch was received herc from Luise Torres,
Governor of Sonora :—

HEerMOSILLE, Mexico, May 8.—The _carth-
quske has coauscd terrible damage in Monte-
zama, and destroyed several villages, hut these
in the north-eastern part suffered most terribly.
Oputo nad all its houxes destroyed, and nine
peraons were killed, Bapirpe was utterly des-
troyed, and cne bundred and fifty people
killed. Houses were lavelled to the gronud, A
new volcano appeared, and its cruption des-
troyed all the timber and pasturesof the adjoin-
ing valleys und mountains, Further details aro
expected hourly. The voleano mentioned is in
the famous Sierra Madre mnountaine, In this
place n pretty severo shock of earthquake was
felt this moraing at two o’oluck.
